interest, its fundamental theory tha:
wages should be fixed according to
time employed and not according tc
woramanship goes far towards mim
mizing 1ts intluence as a body. The
following excerpt from an exchange
thus exposes the fallacy of this theory
and also the dangerous tendency ‘which
underhies it.

The fundamental fallacy of the soci-
alist is that the entire wealth of the
community is created by labor ana
should therefore go entirely to  the
laborers. As a matter of, fact, the
wealth of the community is mainly
created by machinery whose working
it 18 the chiei function of labor merely
to supervise. As civilization ad-
vances the relative amount of hana
labor which has to be performed grows
always less and less, and the amounu
of lapor performed by machinery grows
more and more. But the argument
recurs that labor isinadequately re-
munerated, while the remuneration ot
capital is excessive. As it happens that
the rate of wages fixed under our pre-
sent system of free competition is deter
mined by the value to the community
of the services rendered by the labor-
er, it is diffictlt to see how an arbit-
rary standard could be fixed without
putting a premium on individual in-
efficiency aml lowering the value of in-
dividual skill. The fallacy that the
workman should be rewarded rather
according to the efforts which he puts
forth than according to the value of
these efforts to the community, would
certainly work out equally to the de-
triment of society and of the indivi-
dipls composing it. But, when even
+the most moderate of socialistic pro-
grammes is demonstrably impossible
of realization, the damyer becomes suf-
ficiently obviots that the impatience
of the socialistic theorist over the
brutal insensibility of the privileged
classes to his demands should assume
the form of desperation and become
actively anarchistic.
