Getting Ready.

‘The National Prohibition Party of the
United States is making a vigorous cam-
paign in view of the approaching Presi.
dential election. A campaign fund is
being raised which up to the present
time amounts to over $7,000.

Another Vacancy.

W.C.T.U. workers in the United States
are mourning the loss of Mrs. Anna
Wittenmeyeér, first President of the
National Women's Temperance Union
who died recently at her home in Sana-
toga, Pa,, aged seventy-two.

A Coming Convention.

‘The Quebec Branch of the Dominion
Alliance holds its Annual Convention at
Montreal on March 1st, During the
past few months a vigorous organization
campaign has been carried on by Dr.
McKillop, and much interest has been
aroused.

License Legislation.

Hon. Mr. Marchand, Premier of the
Province of Quebec, has introduced into
his Legislature a Bill to amend and
consolidate the Quebec License Laws.
It is not proposed to make any radical
changes i the system, but merely to
make existing legislation uniform and
consistent.

Catholics Working.

In the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of
St. Panl, Minn., a lecture bureau has
recently been organized by priests and
laymen to promote the interests of
Catholic total abstinence societies. Its
menibers ave ready to respond to invita.
tions to address meetings and organize
branches of the society.

A Useless System.

A striking evidence of the uselessness
of the present system of dealing with
.inebriates is to be found in the case
of Bridget McMullan, who recently
appeared before the Stipendary Magis-
trate of Liverpool, Eng., charged with
drunkenness for the 377 time. Even
then the penalty imposed was the old
absurd penalty of a fine with the alterna
tive of imprisonment.

Work in Manitoba.

M». John G. Woolley, of Chicago, has
been campaigning in Wirnipeg under
the auspices of the Manitoba Branch of
the Dominion Alliance. I[le spoke six
times in all. At each of two meetings
held in Winn peg, hundreds had to be
turned away. Munitoba prolibitionists
are anxiously waiting the initiation of
prohibition legislation by the new govern-
ment.

Growing Fast.

The Rechabite Urder of Total Ab
stainers made wonderful progress during
the past year. In the Uvited Kingdom
76 new adult branches were openetl, and
79 juvenile branches, The total member-
ship is over 160,000 adults and 9'0,000
juveniles. The organization is & "ene-
ficiary institution. Its annual income
exceeds $1,500,000, and its funds on
hand amount to over $5,000,1.30.

Un this side of the Atlantic we have
been complimenting ourselves for some
time upon the sobriety of our women.
Even in other countries whcre drunken-
ness is more common, it 1s geerally
supposed to be yreater among n.on. [t
18 not impossible however, that thi. con-
dition of afluirs may change. Evide.aco
ot a startling and deplorable develop-
ment is to be found in a recent article of
the London Lancelef, a high British
medical authority, in which the following
strong statements are made. “(ne of
the most painful features of the death
rate from intemperance is the increase
of alcoholisin nmong women. ‘I'he death
froin chronic alcoholisin in the yoar 1897,
as compared with the year 1878, in men,
show an increase of X2} per cent., those
of females, 145} per cent., and the
deaths jrom cirrbosis in men, an increase
of 12 per cent,, and those from cirrhosis
in females, of 26 per cent. ‘The amount
of disease which the consumption of
spirit causes is beyond calculation.
Statesman may create for themselves
theories that extenusate a national vice
which yields the Ixchequer so many
milhons sterling, but speaking from o
medical point gf view, we must point out
that it is disgraceful and di-astrous.”

Noew Zealand News.

At the elections held in New Zealand
on December 6th, a vote was tuken
upon the question of local prohilntion.
To each elector was given a ballot paper
on which were printed the following state-
ments.

1 vote for licenses to remain as they
ave.

1 vote for reduction.

1 vote for no licenses.

Each elector is asked to strike out one
or two ol these statements and what
remains is his opimon on the question.
If a mujority of the wallots cast is n
favor of reduction, the existing number
of licenses is reduced 1n & certain pro-
portion. If threefifths of the votes
polled are in favor of no license, pro.
hibition prevails in that district. Thus
an elector may vote for both reduction
and prohibition if he choses so to do, and
his reduction vote would count for
reduction il prohibition failed to obtam
the necessary three-filths., It will be
seen that prohibitionists are at a dis-
advantage in this voting, being required
to poll a larger mmjority than their
opponents before they can succeed.

Although the result has not been much
gain in the extension of prohibition
ternitory, the increase of the vote polled
for probibition, is remarkable, ‘The
total figures for the last three votings are
as follows :—

is not to be discouraged,
