To the left of the picture, in the sbedow of the
trucs, is the Baptistery. Thse fotsndations are deep and
aide. 0f lime there esas ssed 337 5 bushels, and nearly
twice that cf s-und. The wood ivork, flot ceunting in thSe
shingles of the veranda, toofs t t tons of teak (5o cubîr
feet te a ton). A good mant' may bc interested in these
few items, bruce 1 mention tseas.
