We may not be permitted to see the result
of our labours, but we have this unspeak-
able consolation, that in making use of the
right means in the right spirit, there is an
assured victory in God’s appointed time,
From the faint-hearted and unl.elivving we
eannot expect much of sympathy or cordial
support. To them the time may appear
loug, the eflort unavailing, the expenditure
truitless. But amongst thuse who expuri-
mentally know the puwer of God's wenpons
and the certainty of God’s promises, it will
be felt that, .

 To doubt would be disloyalty,

* To talter would Ue sin.”

In concluding their report, the Committee
carnestly ask for the prayers of the fiiends
of the mission, and considering the past
history and present prospects of the work,
cannot more appropriately close, than in
the words of inspiration:  “ Let us not ke
weary in well domyg: for in due seasun we
shall reap if we faint not.”

THE ROMAN CATHOLIC GHURGH.

The troubles of this body continue un-
abated. The Pope is continually threaten-
ing to leave Rome, and relieving his mind
by cloquently cursing those whom he re-
aards as his enemies.  The Reform move-
ment in Germany is advancing, but not
very rapidly.  Ithasnottoany appreciable
extent reached the peasantry. The sym-
pathizers with Dr. Dollinger and his party
are almost wholly the inhabitants of large
towns and cities.
