S1r,—The new A{iricultuml Act baving
effected a change in the modo of nominating
Candidates to the Central Board of Agricuﬁ
tuve, I have been directed to call your atton-
tion to its provisions, and to request that you
will inform the Officers of your Society that
they zre required, at next Annual Mueting,
namely, on the first Tucsday of Decembgr
ensuing, to be guided by the new Act in
nominating a Candidate to the Board.

You will perceive that it is the duty of the
Officers of yotr Soglety, immeédiately after
their electioh at the Anntial Meeting in De-
cumber, to nowminate a person suitable for ap-
pointment, and you, as Secretary of the Saci-
ety, are required to transmit forthwith to
the Secretary of the Central Board the name
and address of the person 5o nominated. It
is necessary that there should be no delay in
doing this, as the names of Candidates nomi-
nawﬁ by Socicties bave to be submitted te
the Governor in Council, for the selection
from among them of one for each District to
be a Member of the Central Board.

EXTRACTS FROM ACT OF 1878.

1. ‘The Governor in Council shall annually
appoint a Uentral Board of Agriculture, con-
sisting of seven persons, of whom one shall be
selected from among the Executive Govern-
ment of the Previnee, and the remaining six
shall be selected from among the six districts
smentioned in Schedule B, in the manner
hereinafter provided Five of such Board
shall be a quorum, and they shall be a body
under the name of the Board of Agriculture.

2. It shall be the duty of the Officers of
every Agricultural Society, immediately after
their election at the Annual Meeting in De-
cember, to nowminate a person suitable for
appointment to the Central Board, and the
Secretary of every Society shall transmit to
tha Secretary of the Central Board the name
and address of the person so nominated.

4. The Governor in Council shall select
six from among the persons so nominated to
be mnembers of the Central Board, one being
chosen from each of the districts specified in
Schedule B., and the preferenco betng given,
for cach district, to the person nominated by
the greatest number of Socicties. In case
of an equality of votes for any number of the
persons so nominated for any district, the
Governor in Council shall determine who of
the number shall be the member,

4, In case the Officers of the Agricnltaral
Socictics for any district shall neglect or re-
tuse to nominate any person for appointment
to the Central Board, or if the Secretaries of
the Societies shall transmit no such ame and

address, the Governor in Council shall ap-
point & member of such Central Board for
such district.

5. All members of the Board shall retire
annually on tha thirty-first day of January,
but shall be eligible for re-appointment.

8. When vacancies occur in the Board
from other causes than the anntal retivemant
of Members on the thirty-first day of January,
the Governor,in Council may at once appoint
new mrembers without reference to noming-
tions by Socictics. .

District No. 2 shall include the Countics of
Kings, Aunapolis, and Digl()iy.

District No. 8 shall include the Counties of
Lunenburg, Qucens, Shelburne and Yar-
wouth.

District No. 4 shall include the Countics of
Hants, Colchester and Cumberland.

* District No. 5 shall include the Counties of
Pictou, Antigonish, and Guysborough.

District No. 6 shall include the Counties-of
Capoe Breton, Richmond, Inverness and Vic-
torin.

CoLoNetr, Launik has parted with his
Ayrshire Cow and Heifers, in order to
limit his attention exclusively to Devons,
of which he has a nice herd growing up.
His Ayrshire Cow “ Pink, 47 N. B.,” has
been sold to James Clark, Esg., Tatama-
gouche ; the Ayrshire Heifer “Myra, 46
N. B.,” to Rev. H. Pryor Almon, Wind-
sor ; Ayrshire Heifer < Nora, 48 N. B.,”
also to Rev. . Pryor Almon. The Ayr-
ghire Heifer ¢ Ceres, 49 N. B.,” was run
over and killed by a railway train in
August, 1873. Pink's Calf (not regis-
tered) died, poisoned, at the ags of ten
weeks.

Acnicuntural matters are looking wp
on the North East Branch of the Mar-
garee River, Inverness County, Cape
Breton. Mr. John A. Ross writes to us
that at a recent meeting 50 members had
joined the Society, and there is *“the ox-
pectation that a good many more will join
shortly.”

‘Wg have received a cavefully prepared
Report of the Annual Agricultural
Exhibition held at Yarmouth, but unfor-
tunately cannot find room for it in the
present number.

Tag Moreton Lodge Farm, mnear
Guelph, so well known as the field of
lsbour of Mr. Stone, the celebrated breed-
er of Herefords and Cotswolds, has been
purchased by the Ontario Government as
a site for an Agricultural College. Build-
ings on the farm are to be immedirtely
altered to_serve for accommodation of 25

students,. The prospectus will be issued
forthwith ; and the first session’s work
will commence in January, 1874.

Tae Colchester County Agrienltural
and Industrial Exhibition has been more
than usually successful this year, partly
no doubt from the Enstern Fruit Growers’
Association joining with the Agricultural
Society. The following ivformation we
have obtained from the columns of the
Lruro Sun :—

The Exhibition tvas held at Truro, in
the Drill Room. and the groundsadjacent,
and is admitted on all hands to have been
a decided success. ‘The weather was all
that could be wished for, fino over-head
with a bracing breeze, making everything
pleasant outside. The catries of stock
were more numerous than last year, and
in most classes o decided improvement.
Fat cattle and swine, we think, were
notany improvement. If we mistake not,
the Swinoe shpwed-a falling off from last
year, and Fat Cattle, although' the speci-
mens shewn, particularly one pair of Oxen
owned by G. Phillips of Onslow were
excellent,yet very Tew were on the ground.
The thorough bred stock exhibited were
very fine, as alsoa large number of graded
stock of various ages, being the result,
principally, of the importation of Pure
Breeds, by the various Agricultural Se-
cieties in the County, particularly that of
Onslw. In the matter of Horses, al-
though some fine specimens were on ex-
hibition, Colchester cannot as yet boast
much, yet we are bound to admit an im-
provement, even in this department, es-
pecially anmong the younger specimens.
Sheep were an improvement both in num-
ber and quality, upon former years. By
this we mean the few preceding Exhibi-
tions held in this County. Years, ago, we
learn, tho sheep were just as good if not
better than at present.

Poultry were far in advance of anything
shewn before, and although the collection
was not uncominonly large or varied, the
exhibit was very creditable and shews
more interest taken in this branch.

The cereals were very good and a
larger number of specimens were shewn
than usual, and so far as we could judge
were all very fine, in many cases magnifi-
cent. Cabbage and cauliflower, indiffer-
ent. Nothing better, however, could be
expected, since the advent of the worm,
that has taken charge of that department
of agriculture during the last few years
in this vicinity. Some excellent speci-
mens of Indian Corn were shewn
Cnions and Tomatoes wére not so good as
last year. Some replly beautiful Bouquets
of flowers were shewn. A good many
specimens of Butter were exhibited which
maintained the well merited roputation of
Colchester women as Butter makers.—
Cheese was exhibited only by the Onslow
