Tas LoNpoxn Ciry MissioN. -Some idea may
be obtained of the zeal and activity shown by
the five hundred agents of this rociety. from
the following facts concerning some of its
work daring the past year :—Nearly three and
a half millions of visits and calls were made
by the missionaries, of which upwards of 277,-
000 were to the sick and dping. Nearly five
millions of tracts were distributed. More than
311,000 persons were conversed with in factor-
ies, 8650 out-door services were held, 1909
drunkards were reclaimed, 381 persons were

restored to Church Communion, and there’

were upwards of 2400 new communicauts ;
5300 psrgons were induced to attend publio
worship, 896 families induced to commence
family prayer, and 315 fallen women rescaed
and restored to their homes or admitted to
asylums. The fioancial statement showed 'a
considerable decreare in income R8s ocompared
with the previous year and an increased expen-
diture of more than £1200 One hundred and
five missionaries -are entirely employed in
visiting apeoial olarses, such as bakers, police.
oabmen, foreigners, &o¢., also workhouses,
]l;ospitals, public-houses, and common-lodging
ouses,

Ir is proposed to appoint & Bishop for Chota
Nagpore—a large dia‘riot in the diocese of
Caloutta. The S.P.G. are prepared to gaar-
antee a stipend of 6 000 rupees per annum for
such a Bishop from the date of his consecra-
tion, pending the raising of & oapital sum of
£12.000 for the endownment of the see. The
Bishoprio will be aimost purely a missionury
one, and jnrisdiotion will be conferred by can-
onical consent. The Bishop's pasition will coc-
respond with that of Bishop Caldwell. The
district has au arca of 44 000 square miles, and
8 population of about four and & balf millions,
mostly heathen.

AT the last moeting of the Society of Aati-
qasaries, the Rev. John Morris read a paper on
the subject of the wall-painting recently dis-
covered in St. Auselm’s Chapel, in Oanterbury
Catbedral, Mr. Morris said thy painting was
worthy of attention, first, on account of ita
sntiquity, and secondly on accomnt of the
gingular faot that for seventy years it had been
hidden from sight. The painting on the apse
of St. Anselm’s Chapel had recently bscn un-
oovered by the removal of a8 wall in the process
of restoration of the chapel. The antiquity (f
the wall, and the fact that the sabject of the
painting represented St, Paul, one of the ori-
ginal co-titulars of the chapel, were external
proofs of the time when the painting was ex-
eouted, For its style was so free from the stiff-
ness of the designs painted in the early part of
the twelfth centary, and so different from the
style of the well-knowa painting in the chapel
immediately below it in the orypt, that, with-
out such convinoing proofs, antiquaries woald
probably have assigned it ta 1 later date.

Tex painting in question, which is in the
north-east corner of the ohapel, represents S,
Paul putting stioks on the fire, after his ship-
wreck, at Malta, when the viper fastened itself
on his hand. The ground of the painting is
ultramarine ; it was very bright when it was
first uncuvered. The tunic of 8t. Puul is white.
with the shades in cobalt. The mantle is:.
whitish, shaded with vermilion and deepened
with chocolate, The face is painted natarally
the hair dark, with lines and rings, This
painting of St. Paul might fairly be claimed to
bo the finest work of its kind of the early part
of the twelfth century, or, indeed, the end of
the eleventh, if it be Ernulf's (Anselm’s prior),
who left Canterbury for Peterborough in

1100.
