THE DISTINGUISHED JOURNALIST HOLDS THAT TER
HAJOBITY 13 QEINERALLY BIGHETY.

Before the Young Men's Hebrew Agsocla-
tion, 1o New York, Wednesday night, Oharles
A. Dany, of the Sun, spoke as’ follows :—u« A
dlstinguiehed man (Mattbew Arnold) spoke
here Iast evening, whose apirit to me zeems
very sad Indeed. He gald tha maas of men
were always wrong. This Is a very deplora-
ble doctrine. It rafsesin my mind the quee-
tion as to whetlier there 13 to be a perputusl
recurring of mistakes. 1 believe in progress,
but where is it to be found? I do mot mes
that, there }s nny progreas In raligicn,
Can there be anything more sublime than
the noble theism of Moses? 'Thers isa
greater or leas degreo of application of rali-
gloua principler, but the princlples are the
same whether it 18 the religion of Moses or
the two great religions of Ohristisnity or
Mahomsetanism which have sprung from it,
There I8 no progress In European Institotions.
The spectaole of atanding armies ready at any
moment to deluge the country in blood for-
pids it, Thank heaver, we have no stand-
ing armiss here. There Isn great sdvance
1n democratic Institations, Mr. DMatthew
Arnold thinks it 18 a bad thing to have all
men equal, Asa sonof Democracy, 1 thank
God thatit 18 m good thing. [Applause,]
Yet the form of goverament alone does no:
indicate progress. There is8 no such thing
in France as Rspublican self-government,
Whether under the omplre recently over-
turned, or vnder the monarchy as we remem-
ber it, or the autocratlc rule of s mialstry, it

{tical progress in France. Even In Epgland
tYere 1s none, or at any rate it 1s exceedingly
small. Where, then, {8 progress to be found
if 1t is not In religlon or the eystem of gov-
eroment? What {8 ths force that makes pro-.
grees 7 It 18 the acqulsition of conteol over
the forces of nature. The locowotlive 18 pro-
gress, the telegraph I8 progress. If we con-
eider all these conquesta made by man in the
province of nature, we sea that there 13 tho
corditlon of progrese. This is a work going
on Independent of poete aud esaayists like
Mr, Amold. It is a conditon of progress
that no body cf men can work eech one for
his own gelfish ends. Such an assoclation as
this shows there 15 good In numbers, It
contradicts Mr, Arnold's theory.

Witiiam B, Astor lived a qulet, aneventful
lile. He was married to a daughter of Gen-
eral Armsirqng, President Madison's secretary
of war. They had slx children, three sons
and three daughters, He dled in 1876, and
two yesars later a marble memorisl sltar cost-
ing $200,000 was ereoted in his honor In
Trinity charch, It is estimated that his estats
was worth at least $40,000,000, Ha
left $200,000 to the Astor Librmary,
aud large sums to varlons publis chaz-
itles. Toevery member ot his family he left
a handeomse legaoy. The bulk of his fortune
he bequeathed to his sons Willlam and John
Jacob, aud beiween them he divided equally
the fortune left him by his father, Hfa third
son, Henty, bad retired to a handaome coun-
try seat on the Hudeon, caring 1ittle for the
possesion of great wealth, William and John
Jacob ate thus left the representatives of tae
great family and fortune founded by thelr
grandfather. They are to.day worth probabdly
mors than $70,000,000 each, and thelr wealth
is steadlly increasing., They are Interested 1n
no buslness, and own not a share of
stock In any corporation., All their
wealth 18 in real estate, in thia city moatly,
They own block npon block In the richest
business part of the city, and block upon
block ol the finest brown stone palaces on
Murray Hill. Thelr sole business Is to col-
lact thelr rents and buy mors property. They
never 88ll. They are good lsndlords ; that
is, they keep all thelr proporty in the best
of repair, and are attentlve to all the wants
of thelr tonants. Bat on the other hand
they avo very strict Imn the colleotlon of
ronts, Like their father and grandfather
they are piain snd unassuming. They llve
in twin brick houses on Fifth avenue, which
are plala snd unpretending in appearance,
but spacloas and richly furniehed. There 1s
no show or parade about them. The two
brothers are liberal benefactors of the charch,
of varions ubaritier, of all public enterprises
of merlt, and are liberal patrons of musical
art, The present John Jacob Astor has only
one child, Willlam Waldotft Astor. He has
figured more prominently before the publlc
than any other member of the family, He
was graduated with hooors at Columbla Ool-
lege.

He was married several
years ago to a beautiful young lady in Phila-
delphia ond bas two children. Wiitiam Astor
has kad four children.

According to Lavelle's story he s o native
of Shanehee, county Msyc, Irvland. 1nJ ong
last ho was vielted by au sgeut of the Toke's
Emigratlon Bociety and urged to rsmove
with his family to Ganadu. This he de.
clined to do unt!l promissi weuns to enabla
him to comsto ihe States, s wa3 goon
affer fuinlshed pasesge, with kis family, by
the T'sor Law Gasrilans of couaty Mayo, fo
Quobec, on the Allan Steamghlp llze, and on
atriving at that port wes piven & small sum
of money. He went to ‘Tolede, thence to
Cleveland, ard after a brlef stay st the Intter
place he waa sent, with his family, by soms
officials to this city.

As the family 1s withoutrelatives or friends
in thls country it was decldsd to reiurn them
to Ireland. The eatlre family accordingly
was last evening placed on tho steamer State
of Georgis, of the Btato llne, and the Posr
Law Guardians of Couunty Mayo will be netl.
