
Introduction 

Canada is one of the first 
Western countries to have 
recognized the need for 
international co-operation 
to harmonize defence require-
ments and to co-ordinate 
defence research, develop-
ment, and production pro-
grams with friendly countries. 
Canadian policy has encour-
aged the domestic defence 
industry to specialize in 
product areas on the basis 
of natural advantage. The 
national geography, which 
is characterized by vast 
distances and extreme cli-
mate variations, has resulted 
in the development of inno-
vative and advanced trans-
portation and communica-
tions equipment and cold 
weather apparel. Other fields 
of expertise have their roots 
in Canadian military oper-
ational experience. 

This book is designed to assist 
officials in other countries 
interested in a basis for 
co-operation in defence that 

includes procurement from 
Canada. The fi rms whose 
defence-related products 
and capabilities are described 
do not represent the total 
production of the Canadian 
defence industry: they have 
been selected to illustrate the 
variety of defence products 
available from Canada. 

Canada can be a unique 
source of supply for defence 
requirements because of its 
international reputation for 
high-quality products and 
equipment, manufactured to 
exacting standards. Cana-
dian industry is thoroughly 
familiar with North Amer-
ican and NATO military 
specifications and standards. 

At the back of this book for 
easy reference is an alpha-
betical product listing ident-
ifying the Canadian com-
panies that manufacture 
each product, followed by 
an alphabetical listing of all 
the companies together with 
their products.
