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(iii) a Ration Allowance, in an amount to be determined

by the Minister of National Defence, at any time

that rations are flot provided to the trainee

free of charge,

(iv) a Leave Transportation Allowance when appropriate,

having regard ta the duration of the training,

and at the rates applicable ta meabers of the

Canadian Forces.

(c) The rate of the Maintenance Allowance and Clothing

Allowance aentioned above will be determined in

consultation with the Trinidad and Tobago authorities.

Allowances issued by Canada shall be exempt from

Trinidad and Tobago taxation.

ARTICLE 5

Military Jurisdiction

Trainees shall not, during the period of their training

in Canada, be subject ta the Code of Service Discipline af the

Canadîan Forces. The authorities af Trinidad and Tobago wîhl,

however, issue in advance ta traineees appropriate written orders,

a copy of which will be conveyed ta the authorîties of Canada,

to ensure compliance by the trainees with orders and instructions

issued to them by the authorities of the Canadian Forces during

the period af their training in Canada. If, in the opinion of

the authorities of the Canadian Forces, a trainee fails ta comply

with said orders and instructions, his training may be terainated.

ARTICLE 6

A trainee shaîl flot during the period of training in

(a) be required ta participate in any forin ai combat

operations either in or out of Canada or in aid

of the civil power; or
