Article7

The Administration shall comprise a Director Ceneral, a Depiity Director

General and such staff as the Council may determine.

Article 18

1. The Director General and the Deputy Director Ceneral shall be elected 
by

a two-thirds majority vote of the Council and may be re-elected. Their teru

of office shall normally be f ive years but may, in exceptional cases, 
be les$

if a two-thirds majority of the Council s0 decides. They shall serve under

contracta approved by the Council, which shall be signed on behaif of 
the

Organization by the Chairnan of the Council.

2. The Director General shall be responsible to the Council and the

Executive Committee. The Director General shall diacharge the administrative

and executive functions of the Organization in accordance with thia

Constitution and the policies and decisions of the Council and the ExecutIve

CommIttee and the rules and regulations established by them. The Director

General shall formulate proposais for appropriate action by the Council.

Article.12

The Director General shall appoint the staff of the Administration in

accordance vith the staff regulations adopted by the Council.

Article 2Q

1. In the performance of their duties, the Director General, thie Deputy

Director General and the staff shall neither seek nor receive Instructions

from any State or from any authority external to thie Organization. They shall

refrain f rom any action vhich might reflect adversely on their position as

International officiais.
