SULTANTS 1950 TO 1970

Question No. 1,393-Mr. Robinson:
How many consultants have been engaged by the

Department of National Revenue during each year
1950 to 1970 inclusive (a) what was the cost of the
consultants (b) how were the consultants utilized
(c) why were the consultants necessary?

Hon. Jean-Pierre Côté (Minister of National
Revenue): For Taxation Division, Three. (a)
1950 to 1967 inclusive, Nil; 1968, $29,187; 1969,
$44,813; 1970, $58,500.

(b) (i) Costs totalling $71,000 in 1968 and
1969 represent Taxation Division portion of
the costs of a study initiated by the Unem-
ployment Insurance Commission. (ii) A study
costing $3,000 to assist in the design testing
and implementation Management Insight
Training Course material for Taxation per-
sonnel is included in 1969 costs. (iii) In 1970,
$58,500 covers a Management Consultants'
study to review the existing procedures for
processing T1 returns and to provide recom-
mendations leading to the most efficient and
effective future operations for both the short
and long terms.
