I asked about workers' safety on Canada Works projects.

Yesterday in
Toronto the Minister of State for Economic Development
criticized the Industrial and Regional Development Program,
for whicb he is partly responsible as chairman of the Cabinet
Committee for Economic Development, wben he said:

I get the feeling it's just flot working.

1 believe it has a tendency ta build on economnic weaknesses rather than on
economic strengths.

This is the same Minister who said a few weeks ago, and I
quote:

lnstead of propping up run-down trucking firmis, bankrupt computer campa-
nies and over-staffed government Departments, we should be investing more
money in aur people.

Surely we have arrived at a point in time when enough is
enough, Mr. Speaker. Cabinet solidarity and tbat convention
notwithstanding, how can the Prime Minister condone the
continuous presence in the Cabinet of a Minister who would
criticize the very program for whichbc is responsible?

Hon. Donald J. Johnston (Minuster of State for Economic
and Regional Development and Minister of State for Science
and Technology): Mr. Speaker, I will reply to that question if I
may. I wish the Hon. Member would have a look at my
speech, provided he promises not to use any of tbe ideas set
forth therein, as Members opposite have in the past.
