TRUST AND LOAN COMPANIES ACT

CO-OPERATIVE CREDIT ASSOCIATIONS ACT
MEASURE TO AMEND

C-34, an act to revise and amend the law govemning
co-operative credit associations and to provide for re-
lated and consequential matters, be read the third tirne
and passed.

Mr. Cooper: Madam Speaker, I have just been in-
formed that there have been discussions and there is an
agreement to mnstead proceed very quickly with Bill C-5.
I just want to conf inn that, but that certainly has been my
understanding, that we would proceed first with Bill C-5
and then go back to Bill C-4.

Mr. Angus: Madam Speaker, things are movmng a bit
fast. Havmng been party to those discussions, I was flot
aware that one of my colleagues who is scheduied to
speak on the Fmnanciai Administration Act lias a time
problem. Perhaps I couid ask both the government and
the Officiai Opposition how mucli time they anticipate
taking on Bill C-5-for myseif, five minutes maximum-
just so I can get a sense before we do agree to whether or
flot we have time to get into Bill C-20 before eleven
o'ciock so that my colleague can make his speech and
then move back to his riding.

Mr. Gagliano: We have an objection to that. The
minister is not in the House. Maybe we couid start with
the financiai package. We aiso have one memiber who
lias to put some amendments who is flot in the House.
Maybe we can start as scheduied with the Order of the
Day and agree that as soon as the minister is here and
our member arrives, we can to go to Bill C-5 and finish
with C-5 after lunch.

Mr. Cooper: Yes, Madam Speaker, I think that makes
good sense and it shows the co-operation that ail of us
are trying to demonstrate in working with one another.
Let us go back to Bill C-4.

Madam Deputy Speaker: Resuming debate on Bill
C-4. We do agree on Bil C-4.
