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South Africa seven times as much; to
Porto Rico twelve times as much; to Poland
sixteen times as much; to Norway eighteen
times as much; and to Pakistan twenty-two
times as much.

Honourable senators, if we are to continue
to have a large volume of trade with these
countries we must pass legislation which will
make it easier for us not only to sell more
goods to them but at the same time to buy
more goods from them. That is not going to
be easy. That has been the type of legislation
which has brought prosperity to Canada in
years gone by-

Hon. Mr. Aselline: Free trade?

Hon. Mr. Macdonald: -and is the only type
of legislation that can bring prosperity and
increase employment in Canada, not only in

the immediate future, but in the era of great

prosperity which I am very confident awaits
Canada.

Honourable senators, we are all very much
concerned with these great problems which
beset us. I am one who is confident that we
can solve them. I see for Canada a great and
glorious future, but we must tackle these
problems vigorously and courageously, with

the determination to make Canada the great-
est and the finest country in the world.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Aseltine, debate
adjourned.
