WHEREAS the actions of unreeponslble few 
shall not influente publie opinion aga­
inst tho Italians ;
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w BE IT UNANIMOUSLY RESOLVED i That a request bo immediately made 
in tho name of this Lodge to the GRAND EXECUTIVE COUNCIL of the 
GRAND LODGE OF THE ORDER OF THE SONS OF ITALY for a Resolution in 
the name of the Order as representing the whole Italian Community 
condemning as this Lodge from now unanimously oondemns the person 
or persons that on Sunday March 21st mads any vulgar or injurious 
statements against the King of Italy and its Government and also 
against General Sir «.Currie, O.C.in C.of the Canadian Corps in the 
ureet War;HE IT FURTHER RESOLED that a copy of such resolution be 
forwarded* to the Consul General of Italy in Montreal with the 
expression of a deep fooling of indignation of all the members of 
our Community; BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a letter embodying
