
Nova Scotia Announces That 
Teachers Need Have Uni­

versity Course Only

Halifax, September 20.—A state­
ment was issued Saturday from the 
Department of Education, under 
the newly-appointed superintendent, 
Dr. Henry F. Munro, announcing that 
graduates of Nova Scotia universities 
desiring to take up the teaching pro­
fession will not be required to take 
a course at normal college. The three 
y ova. Scotia universities, Acadia, St. 
Francois Xavier and Dalhousie- 
Kijigs, have agreed to the proposals 
of the education office whereby, lor 
the benefits accruing to their stu­
dents to receive direct from the edu­
cation office their license for teach­
ing, the colleges will establish de­
partments of education, and certain 

I assistance, both academic and finan-, 
I Via U will be given from the de pa ^ 
ment of education. The stateme\l 
announced that the arrangement d \1 
not affect the status of the norrm.'l 
college, excepting that the graduate.! 
of the three universities will nol 
longer be required to attend that in­
stitution.

Dr. Munro said the new arrange­
ment was the result of efforts to­
ward solving the two chief education 
problems in Nova Scotia, arising “at 
both ends of the system,” namely, 
tbe ungT- ded rural schools, which in
