A new field of industry hag been 
Opened up fpr Ontario fn the rise to 
favor of fur farming in Eastern Can­
ada. The entry into this business of 
farmers in Prince Edward Island and 
their phenomenal success in ' fox 
breeding has created a similar en­
thusiasm In the raising of beaver and 
Ontario is looked upon to supply a re­
serve stock to proceed with.

For several years this emblematic 
animal has been extinct in the east 
due to careless. conservation and a 
steady market The climatic condi­
tions and physical nature of Prince 
Edward Island are, however, admir­
ably suited for beaver farming, and 
a request has come to the department 
of lands, forests and mines for the 
disposal of a large number of animals.

Plentiful In North.
Algonquin Park is the habitat by 

means of which the - request will be 
answered. Hefe, beaver, under the 
careful exercising of regulation* have 
multiplied in great numbers. In fact 
their increase in all the northern 
parts of the province has been made 
the subject of alarm by farmers, who 
fear evil consequences from' the dam­
ming of their streams.

The government wag approached 
thru the Fish and Gatp* Association 
of Charlottetown, which aims at 
maintaining a reserve to be 
upon by purchasing farmers. It is ex­
pected that the success of the fox­
breeding industry will, be duplicated.
