“WHY 1S CANADA BRITISH?"”

“Why is Canada British?” is one of
the questions asked and answered by
Emily P. Weaver, in her recently pub-
lished book, “Canada and the British
Emigrant” “It is British,” says the
author, “because fts older English-

speaking colonies were founded on the
idea of ‘loyalty,’ as some of the New
England colonies were founded on a
demand for religious liberty. The two
cclonies of New Brunswick and Upper
Canada owe their first existence as
separate provinces to the influx of
loyalists towards the close of the 18th
century; and Lower Canada, Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island all
received large additions to their popu-
lation. The number of settlers 'who
thus came in from the British colonies
has been estimated at 46,000.”

The loyalist migration into -British
territory moved in two great streams,
one by sea to -Nova Scotia, including
New Brunswick, which did not be-
come a separate entity till 1784, and
the other by land_to Canada, which
was still an entirel® distinct cqQlony, In
this second stream were a number of
Highland families, which had only re-
cently settled in the colony of New
York—Macdonalds, Chisholms, Grants,
Camerons, Fergusong and others. Then
the movement for independence set in
throughout the New England colonies,
8ir Johh Johnson, the leader in the dis-
trict, headed the Highlanders in a
loyalist movement which brought them
into such suspicion that they found it
prudent to withdraw to Canada. There
