Traveléers Ask
the Government to Raise

¢ the Present Low Stand-
ard of Hotels in the
Local Option Districts of
%he  Province, :

A deputation, representing the com-
mercial travelers of the province, wait-
ed on BSir James Whitney Saturday
afternooni to ask for compulsory license
for docal option hotels as well as li-
censed hotels. Only by 5 means
oculd the accommodation be Kept up to
any proper standard. Their chief com-
plaints were the unsaiitary conditions
in totels, ‘the' poor system of heating,
inferfor bed clothing, cold and dirty
sample rooms. Among those prescnt
were W. J. Moody, the chairman of the
hotel commission, Donald Ferguson,
president of the London Cdmmercial
Travelers’ Association; H. W, Lynd,
first vice-president, and Willlam Scott.

One recommendation was that four

| provincial {nspectors, instead of one,

be appointed, who would insgect the
Lotels thruéut the province, At the pre-
sent -time their local inspectors do not
carry out the regulations.

A nominal license would have to be

imposed on all hotels by the govern-
ment, to keep them under proper_con-
trol and regulation.
