The
people, even the commercial ‘interests,
are withdrawing their money from the
banks, converting it into gold, hoarding
it or demanding foreign exchange,
which the state pank is issuing on the |
foreign balances of the government.
Exchange on London yesterday rose to
9.50 over a rouble above the normal.

“Open Mutiny.

The Associated Press has just learn-
ed from a high authority that the
situation in the ‘Baltic provinces has |
grown exceedingly grave and that the
troops at Reval and neighborhood are
in' open mutiny.

Compuny Rebels Against Mar-

London, Dec. 4.—The Daily Mail's
Kieff correspondent in a dequtch dat-
ed Dec. 2, and forwarded by way of
Podwoloczyska says:

Early yesterday morning a company
of sappers, dissatisfied with their mar-
tinet commander, mutiniedﬂ' and per-
suaded a second company to join them.

Several attempts were made to induce
other troops to join them, but these
likewise failed.

“A body of Cossacks allowed the re-
bels to pass them in the street. Finally

the mutineers arrived at the barracks |
