The Accident at San Franciéco Foot-

Fourteen Lives.

THE SCENE WAS AN APPALLING ONE.

F-r.a;o Tender Pulled a Number
of People Out of Danger, But
Could Not Save All

San Franclsco, Nov. 80.—A revised list of
the dead !n yesterday's horrible accldent
to a crowd of men and boys witnessing the
Stanford-Califcrnia football game from the
rcof of a glass manufactory, shows 14
names. More than 100 persons fell into the
furnace of the factory when the roof col-

lapsed.

The injured now being cared for in hos-
pitals or at thelr homes number 83, and of
these several cannot survive.

Clarence Jeter, a furnace tender, pulled
eight people off the top of the retorts,
where the heat was about 500 degrees.
Some of the men and boys were drawn
away from the retorts with long iron pok-
ers used In tes!ing the glass.

Found His Own Son.
While~aiding in removing the dead and
wounded, T. J. Parker, a fireman, found his
own son among those injured. The lad will
probably die.

Could Not Keep the People Away.

The managers of the glass works state
that it was impossible for them to keep the
people off their buildings. They disclalm
all responsibility for the accident. It s
estimated that over 500 people were on the
ventilator when it collapsed for its entire
length of 1)0 feet. Some were thrown to
the main roof of the bullding and escaped
unhurt, . but of those who, fell Into the
structure nearly all were either killed or
seriously maimed.

Fifteen Now Dead.

Later—John Brough died to-day in the
hospital, making 15 dead.
