The possibility of Boer reprisals for the exe­
cution of the death penalty In the cases 
of Cape rebels at Mlddelbnrg, Vrybnrg and 
elsewhere Is discussed by military 
and officials with evident signs of anxiety. 
Letter was one of the most desperate lead­
ers of the Boer forces recruited in the 
Dutch districts of Cape Colony, and bis 
capture hat been quickly followed by a 
military trial and death. Other trials are 
In progress, and two farmers who have 
been twice In arms against the British 
have perished on #the scaffold. The real 
reason for the proclamation of martial law 
In Cape Colony k now apparent^/ The au­
thorities, after playing with treason for 
two years, have now decided to make a 
determined effort to stamp It out with 
merciless severity, and have -^suspended" 
the ordinary forms of law aa a necessary 
safeguard for the prevention of a general 
uprising at Dutch sympathizers.

The question which la now . uppermost 
in the minds of military experts Is the 
probable action of Botha, Dewet, Delarey 
and other Boer commanders. Will, they 
allow Lord Kitchener to make a distinction 
between Boers and Cape rebels and carry 
ont the death penalty on a large scale as 
a means of Intimidating Boer sympathizers 
and suppressing the revolt, or will they 
retaliate whenever they capture British 
soldiers, and shoot their prisoners Instead 
of taking awajf their arms and releasing 
them? If reprisals are ordered by the 
Boer commanders nothing will be lacking 
to render the present war the most hor­
rible of recent times. One official with 
whom I talked yesterday did not conceal 
hisapprehenslon lest the policy of retali­
ation should be adopted on the Boer aide, 
and the final stage of the war be convert­
ed into a chapter of horrors.
