NOTED SURGEON DEAD.

Sir William MacCormag, Surgeon
to Late Qucen, Passes Away.
London, Dec. 4.—Sir William MacCormac,
Bart., president of the Royul College of
Surgeons, died at Bath this morning. He
was born in 1836.

Sir William MacCormac was native of
Belfast and was educated at Be fast, Dub-
lin. and Paris. He wus surgeon to the
Anglo-American Ambulance, 1870, and was
present at the battle of Sedan. He was
created a Knight in 1881, a Baronet In
1807, and a K.C.V.O. in 1898, In 1897
he was Surgeon-in-Ordinary to the Queen
and to the Prince of Wales. He was an
officer of the Legion of Honor of France
and possessor of several other foreign or-
ders. Sir Willlam went to South Africa
when the war broke out and remained
there about a year in charge of the hos {-
tal arrangements.

A. A. Allan & Co. the Victim#—De-

tectives Will Try and Conneect
the Two Events.

The whereabouts of the now famous
Count Nicholas G. S. Talouse Lautrec have
pot heen learned’as yet, altho the police
in all the leading cemtres in Canada and
the United States were notiled by Iinspec-
tor Stark of the Toronto Detective Depart-
ment on Monday that he is wanted in con-
nection with a case of fraud. The Count

turned up in Toronto on Nov. 19 after secv-
ing a term in St. Vincent de Paul Peniten-
tiary for dusposing of some wortaless bonus
at a bank in Montreal over a year ago.

On his arrival here he intimated that he
regarded himself as a second Dreyfus, and
said he intended to ‘let the people of
Western Canada know by Jectares and
otherwise of what he termed Canadian
tri-colored justice.

The Count scorned the suggestion that
he was pardoned as a reward for the evi-
dence he gave in the case of Rutledge,
Rice and Jones, the Aurora bank robbers.
He considered his case was a miscarriage
of justice.

The cheq)ﬁawu given on Saturday after-
noon by @ n who the detectives say is
none other than Count Lautrec, to the
wholesale firm of A. A. Allan & Co., the
Bay-street furriers, in return for a Per-
sian lamb overcoat and cap and $8 In
cash. The description of the man .who
passed the cheque was furnished to Inspec-
tor Stark on Monday, with the result that
the Count was suspected.

Detectives Black and Burrows were de-
tailed to hunt the Count up, and the fact
that he could not be found in the city
caused the circular asking for his arrest
to be issued.

Annual Meeting of Chartered Com-
pany Held in Londomn,
London, Dec. 4.—The annual meeting of
the British Chantered South Africa Com-
pany was held here today, under the
presidency of the Duke of Abercorn, who
read a telegram from Cedil Rhodes, man-

aging director of the company, regretting
his absence, but saying he was now im-
proved in health. This cansed cries of

The Duke of Abercorn said the Rhode-
