Soon he returned with the
signature, and the note was taken to the
Bank of Montreal, where Mrs. Daw is well-
known, and;f.ho accountant accepted it ms
genuine, which goes to show how cleverly
the work was done.

Soon after the manager saw the note,
and he, too, was at first decelved, but
upon closer scrutiny discovered some de-
fects and sent to tell Mr. Farmer that the

signature was a forgery., . Simmopds was
still in the office when the messenger aw
rived, and, when questioned, said he was
not sure Mrs, Daw signed the note, as Mr.
Daw took it out of the room and brought
it back with the signature, in this way giv-
ing Mr. Farmer the impression that Mr.
Daw had signed the note for his wife.
Later, Simmonds is said to have cenfessed
to the forgery.
