DEPORTING INSANE ALIENS

San Francisco, Feb. 16—An especially
constructed car will start for New York,
carrying 14 insane aliens, taken from Cali-
fornia insane asylums. On their arrival at
New York the aliens will be taken to
their respective countries, under the re-
cent regulations of the immigration laws,
that any -alien showing insanity within
three years after coming to this country
avill be returned to his native land.

The car, which will be attached to a
fast overland train, is equipped with pad-
ded walls and barred windows. Its crew
include the immigration officers in charge,

Hon. Mr. Ellis referring to invitations
received by the society from/ associations
in- humane work in the'U. 8, and Lon-
don, said that heretofore the society had
not been represented, but he hoped if any
of the members ‘could mdke it convenient
to attend any of these meetings they wquld
inf?rm the secretary so that the society
could be represented.

The president also remarked it was with

Dur-
ing ‘cold or wet weather it is selfiom‘you
will notice- a - horse standing without a
blanket or covering over it. The most
exceptions .to "this occur on the ferry,
where, in too many cases, horses are over
loaded at low tide, and on very cold days
are without a blanket, but I note that the
teamsters who neglect to’ put a blanket
on their horses while crossing the ferry,
are usually found in the warm cabin of the
steamers. - b
I have received complau_xts of - cruelty,
also requests for the appointment of an
agent for different parts of the province.
The former has in most cases been dyeglt
with by writing the parties gccu.ged. 'The
request for an agent I feel is a just one;
and I have in each case written the part-
jes more on the lines of organizing 2
branch of this society in their towns or
cities, and sent them copies of our bye-
laws and all the information 1 could, but
am eorry I am not able to report any new
branches organized. Owing fo the fact that
we hardly ever receive a report of cruelty
from any of the places where there 18 a
branch, would quite naturaly suggest hav-
ing more branches organized, and I trust
the executive will take this matter into
consideration. Last year some of the
brancnes did not report very active work,
but hope to get better reports this year
from them. : i
The shipments of cattle during the win-
ter from Sand Point to England are in-
creasing every year; and 1 am ‘pleased to
report quite a decided change for the
better in the treatment .of the animals by
the men putting them on the steamers.
To 'begin with; there are not o many
spectators, especially boys, as formerly,
which, to a large extent, caused the ani-
mals to get excited and troublesome.to
handle. Andther change for the better
is that there is less shouting and. prodding
at the animals, which formerly must have
caused them much suffering and worrying,
and longer time in loading. The men 1In
charge will now _admit they get along
faster and better when everything is
quiet. For the last two years we have
had an agent at the Point while cattle
are being shipped and unloaded from the
cars, and I feel it is due to his presence
there that the change for the better can
be reported. Last winter, at our request,
Mr. Downey, of the C. P. R., had a Phefl
set apart and fitted up, so that any ani-
mals which were so badly, injured that
they could not walk or stand up, could,
it found mecessary, be slaughtered there,
so as to save them much suffering and
misery they would have to endure in
hauling them to the slaughter houses out-
side of the city. Last year the building
was not used, owing to the fact that the
1nspector of the Slaughter House  Com-

ed to teport, however, that when I in-
formed Mr. Downey of the fact, he at
once ordered a mew one built, which is
now ready when required, and the inspec-
tor has given permission, when found
necessary, to slaughter there.

During the year we had twelve cases
at the police court, in which we got
eight convictions with a fine, and . four
were let off after being cautioned by the
court. One of the cases brought up was
that of a dog fight, which took place in a
barn at or near the Boar's Head Road,
last fall, and the two owners of the dogs
were fined $50 each. In this case we had
the names of several men who were pres-
ent at the fight, and in looking over our
records, I find some of their names on a
document drawn up May. 1904, by the
late Dr. Stockton, at which time a num-
ber of citizens were reported for aiding
and assisting in a dox fizht, and were
