One of tlie most practical attempts to 

assist in solving the girl problem has' 
been made by the Y. W. C. A. in start-» 
ing a north end and a south end’Ki 
where girls may be lodged and fed at 
living rates. It must never be forgot­
ten that part of the girl problem in 
Halifax, as well as part of almost every 
other problem we have to face, is due 
to the low t/ages prevailing here. It 
Is beyond dispute that some girls, com­
ing to the city for employment, have 
had to accept such small pay that when 
board and room were paid for there 
barely one dollar a week left—a sum 
absolutely impossible to puffier 
to augment a wardrobe, let alone sup­
ply it.

In addition to poor pay and high 
cost of room and board, prohibitively 
high for most self-supporting girls, 
there is an actual scarcity of 
dation in Halifax now fhich still fur­
ther complicates the problem. That is 
what makes the action of the “Y. W.” 
in opening a house in the north end and 
taking over a floor in the old Medical 
College building such a practical and 
commendable action. Yet both places 
will do but little to relieve the pressure 
which is very heavy and bids fair to he 
worse as winter draws nearer. It is 
however, a beginning, and goes to prove 
the practical nature of Y. W. C. A. 
work.
