The Fast Atlantlc Service.

On Wednesday of last week Hon. Mr.
Casgrain made an enquiry in the House
of Commons as to the accurscy of a
certain reported spsech of Hon. Mr.
Dobell delivered recently in Quebec on
the subject of the fast Atlantic service.

In reply Mr. D.bell expressed bis
views frankly. He believed that a twevty-
knot service was extravagant aad too
costly. This country needed larger
steamers and more accommmodation bat
not a more costly service. Canadians
wanted to cross the Atlantic with all
possible comfort but at a cost of severty-
five or eighty dollars. We had not the
population to pay one hundred pounds,
as was often paid from New York. If
we had twenty-knot steawmers from
Quebec he believed it would ead in
disappointment.

Thereis a cave in Indians full of
stalactites formed by the dripping of
water impregusted with lime. Oae of
them was marked by the owner,
50 a8 to enabls him to measure its growth,
forty-six years agn. -In almost half a
century it has increased in al:itude, just
three sixteenths of an inch. While this
has been going on children have been
born and died in middle age, nations have
sprung up, others have become extinct,
and discoveries and inventions have been
made that & hundred years ago would
have been attributed to magic. Mean-
while that etalactite bas been growing/ st
the rate of one inch in 245 years. There is
another stalactite in the cave 30 feet, 360
inches high. The drip on one for 50
years has been the same as on tho other
and there is no reasop {0 suppose it has
ever been otherwise. If thisis so 749.-
700 years have elapsad since the work of
oonstruction began. The cave is said to
be 26 miles long and contains hundreds
of stalactites from one fout to 30 feet in
length.

Itis
making marked progress, and although not
advancing as rapidly as might be wished,
etill it is advancing along the l:nes of
scientific knowledge.

More than any other occupa-
tion it brings man ioto touch with nature,
its secrets and its forces, and also into com-
munion with the Sapreme Author of these
forces. Eiurth and sky, wind and cloud,
the rain and the rainbow, have to him
special signiticance. Day by day, whether
he ploughs or plants, sows or reaps or
garners, he is reminded of the birth and
life and death of man and of hie fioal
resurrection, ‘‘the owe far off divine event
to which the whole creation moves.” With
the sciectific knowledge that is heing ob-
tained at onr sgriculvaral institutions, the
improved machinery that is every day
being conetructed and operated, and with
the assistance of the Dominion and Pro-
vincial governmeats that for some years
past has been given, we may justly antici-
pate the rapid growth of this industry
throughout the Dominion, the hackbone of
the country sud the power behind the
throne. The Provincial government has
for some years past, as far as its resources
would allow, endeavored to assist the far-
mers of the province in dairying and
other branch The beneficial results
are apparent, and the butter and cheese-
making industries are annually increasing.
The system of cold atorage which is about
to be started here and at other points in the
province will be of the greatest benefit to
agriculturists, merchants and others—pro-
vided that the facilities are giveu to this,
the commercial metropolis of the province
for shipment to Great Britain and other
places. And here, without encroaching on
the domain of paity politics, I may say that

Sir Hibbert: Tupper—Yes; there is to
be one rule for one class and another for
another, and knowing this to be a nasty
doctrine, a contemptible doctrine, he says
his opponents have been nasty and con-
temptible. Sioge 1882 no minister has
laid down such a revolutionary and out-
rageous doctrine, *

Mcr. Lister never heard a more dema-
gogio speech than that delivered by Sir
Hibbert Tupper.

He declared that neutrality in politics
was the price of office. In the past no
Liberal in Canada was appointed to office,
and almost every member of the civil
service waa a Tory,

Mr. J. Ross Robertson, the Indepen-
dent Oonservative member for East To-
ron{o, wade a speech which elicited
cheers alternately from Liberals and Con-
servatives. He agreed that the Liberals
had good cause to complain of snd
punish acsive partizan officials, yet asked
that while keeping the public service for
the future non partizan, the government
should refrsin from punishing those who
had sinned in the past.
