He explained
minutely the hydraulie process of con-
structing the Gatun Dam which he
thinks can never subside., There may
be slides during its construction, he
sald, but mone after the work is fin-
ished.

Col. Goethals does not admit that
there is a weak point in the dam and
belleves that the peril of seepage has
been eliminated. The long reservoir
built among the Zone hills shows no
seepage whatever through the hills,

Col. Goethals = believes the canal
should be fortified and that the time
is ripe to begin the fortification so as
to have them finished when the canal
is completed.

The canal chairman told. the com-
mittee that $85,000,00 had already been
spent and that the construction of
the waterway had not gone beyond the
preparatory stage of the building of
the locks.
