RAN INTO A WASHOUT.

NO BLAME
ATTACHED TO
FLAGMAN

“We, the jury empaneled to inquire
into the death of Hugh Simpson, late
of Fredericton Junction, find that he
came to his death, by being struck by
engine No. 1591, on the railway track,
between Bentley street crossing and
Mill street, and find by the evidence
that no blame can be attached to the
flagman. We also find that more au-
thority should be given to crossing
watchmen, to prevent people from
trespassing within a reasonable dis-
tance of crossings, than that which
they have laid down at present. We
also strongly recommend that the C.
P. R. should use extra precaution be-
tween the bridge and Mill street to
prevent accident.”

This was the verdict returned by the
jury last evening after one half hour’'s
deliberation in the inguest into the
death of Hugh Simpson who was kill-
ed on the twentieth day of March by
being struck by a C. P. R. engine near
Bentley street crossing.

Three witnesses were called and
gave their evidence. They were Con-
ductor Jas. R. Patterson, of the train
attached to engine No. 1591, the C. P.
R. roadmaster, J. Miller, and Wm. Tay-
lor, the flagman at Bentley street
crossing.

Mr. Patterson said the train- was
going about eight miles per hour when
Simpson was struck and owing to the
curve in the track nothing was seen
of the man until he was hit. In answer
to the Coroner he said a flagman has
no authority to put a man off the
track. His duty is to warn trespass-
ers at the approach of trains.

The trespass rules were read by Mr.
Inches. Crossing watchmen receive
their instructions from and report to
the section foreman. They must pre-
vent persons and vehicles from cross-
ing tracks when trains are approach-
i

ng. s
J. Miller, the next witness, said his
district was from St. John to Frederic-
ton. He said he supervised the road
two and three times a week. A man
would not be neglecting his duty if he
did not flag an engine, knowing that a
man was on the track around a curve.
He was asked by the Coroner if he
thought the man would have been kill-
ed if the engine crew had been noti-
filed that there: was a man on the
t rack. He answered that the chances
were that he would mot have been
killed.
The flagman, Mr. Wm. Taylor, was
the last witness Mr. Taylor said his
duty was to give warning when trains
were approaching, but he had no au-
thority to put any man, trespassing on
the track, off.
The Coroner in his remarks to the
jury said that he did not want to say
that the flagman knowing that a man
was on the track ignored him, but
urged the jury that if there was any
responsibility it should be placed in
the right place. :
The jury retired and returned the
verdict stated above.
