The
doctor simply tells them to live out
in the open air, and observe certain
dietary and hyglenic rules, And if
his advice is followed the patient
soon recovers from the disease, and
there is not that danger of a relapse
which freguently occurred to patients
who had gone to. another climate,
In Ottawa we have people
who have slept out of doors through
the goldest nights of winter.

“When a doctor discovers a tenden-
¢y to consumption, & trained nurse
can render better service than any-
body else. She goes into the home,
teaches the house mother how to avoid
the risk of infection, and interests
her in improving the sanitation of
the house and premlses in a way that
nobody else could do.”
