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THE FORRSTRY PROBLEM
IN NEW BRUNSWICK.

By Prof. W. ""ong, Read Be-
fore the Natura 1story Socie-
¥ on March 7th, I899.

Probably there is no other part of the
earth’s surface that originally bore so
noble a forest on & land so richly water-
ed. The most valued fimber trees of
the Northern Temperate Zone complete-
ly clothed New Brunswick’s hills and
valleys from her farthest inland waters
all around to the gea. Every part of the
Province is penetrated by -treams which
have not slope emough fo become tor.

rents, and which the melting of the
abundant snows of winter makes pass-
able tor the lnmber which thus may be
carried - cheaply into the many large
rivers and down these to the fine har-
bors at their mounths, Immense tracts
are admirably adapted for tree-growing
and are uselees for any other known pur-
e. Thua has Nature provided in
New Brunswick the conditions for a great
indwstry, and thus does she point out
our most profitable occupsation for the
foiure when Ioreetry must come to con-
pist in America, a8 already it does in
Euarope, not in the hunting cf trees but
in their cultivation.

In the meantime,however,New Bruns-
wick forests are being irretrievably dam-
sged. I donot now refer to defects in
Yorest regulations, systems of cutting,
stompage, ete, for I know nothing about
this sabjact. Ihave inferred, however,
from the numerous newepaper writings
of the late Edward Jack,who knew these
matters 30 practically and thoroughly,
that our general system of forest man-
agement is far m provident. But
there isone ememy of our forests far
deadlier than even the most reckless
lumberman, one whoee vigitations can
never be entirely recovered from, and
that is, forest fires. 1t is not the timber
they deatroy that makes these great
fires 80 bad, for in a generation or two it
may be partially restored, but it is the
permanent injury they do to the goil
whereby its capacity to produce trees for
the future is permanently lessemed or
even utterly destroyed. here nataral-
ly the wmofl is thin, as it is over
much of our forest land, the roots and
other organic matter binding it together
is utterly burnt out by great fires, and
the rain washes the earth off into the
streams leaving behind but the naked
rocks, hostile to vegetation. Thal soil
was placed there originally by the ice of
the glacial period, and has ever since
been held in position by ita continuous
covering of vegetation; once removed
there is no agency whatever can restore
it. An awful example of this permanent
deatruction is to be found in an area
many miles square on the upper Le-
preau Yiver; the still-standing rampikes
show how fine & foreat once clothed this
land, which now is but a stony desert
that never again can bear trees. Here
is a tract of eountry that might today be
yielding a revenue to the province and
supporting a considerable village at
the mouth of the river, but it
lens waste and useless forever because
a fire 20 years ago was not stopped in
time. This is an extreme case, but large
areas in the province have suflered in
but little less degree. The prevention
of forest fires is the first problem of for-
estry in any country,and it has to be
golved not only by stringent laws upon
railroads, lumbermen, hunters and set-
lers, but also by & rangerservice, a corps
of men whose business it is to watch for
fires in the dangerous season, and to
extinguish them at their beginning. The
ranger service may well be combined
with that of fish and game wardens,and
even with some phases of lumber sur-

eying.

But in addition toloss of timber and
permsanent injury to the soil, there are
yet otuer losses suffered through the de-

forests upon the amount and regularity
of annual reinfall, (both of which, as

the presence of forests, the
great advantage of° the farmer),
it is everywhere known that the removal
of forests leads to great fluctuations in
the water level of rivers, periods of ex-
treme low water alternating with de-
stractive floods. Thie not only interferes

but greatly lessens the value of their

waterpowers, a subject sure to become of

great practical importance in the near

fature, when, as the leading authorities

agree, the improvements in the conduc-

tion of power by eleetricity are mure to

make natural sources of power again of

value. Destruction of foreats, too, lessens

their game-producing power, and the

fish-producing power of their streame,

and hence destroys their a tractions to)
wealthy sportemen whom New Bruns.

wick is doing her best to attract. Yet

other losses that a people may suffer
with loss of their forests will occur to all.

Deforesting may, of course, occur im

other waye, and lead to the same losses,

though these are far less in degree than

fires entail. Land cleared for cultiva-

tion, though mostly kept intact by the

farmer’s crops, suffers slow deterioration,

but this loes is unavoidable and slight

in proportion to the gain. When reck-

less lumbering lays an area waste its

goil remaing bound by zoots and a new
growth may spring up, but in the mean-
time there is much loas and such land is
more liable to fires. At the present day
the forests are threatened by & new
danger—the indiscriminate rapacity of
pulp-mills, which take small lumber
and hence clear the land where they
operate. No pulp-mill should be
allowed fo operate in New Bruns-
wick in & way fo deforest any
piece of land, for a speedy profit of

kind will be dearly paid for in the
future, The only wise method in for-
entry management is to keep & forest in-
tact, and this can be done onls by asys-
tem of rotation in cutting, by which only
the larger txees are removed, the smaller
being lett to grow. The prevention of
forest fires, and a wise system of cutting
would make the annual lumber crop ag
certain and as continuous as the agrical-
tural crop. This would give permanence
to settlements in the lumber districta

Under so purely democratic a govern-
ment as that of New Branswick,no legie-
lature can afford to teke stepe notbacked
by public opizion.

If, however, the
great importance of this sulject to the
uture of the province were generally un-
derstood, the people could be trusted to
respond as they have for education and
ofther great interests. It is,however, the
duty of the government to tase the first
step, which should be towards the sac-
quisition and disremination of know-
ledge upon the snbjsct of forestry in a!l
its aspects and ite relations to allied in-
terests, such as game preservation, fish-
ing licenser, water-powers, location
of settlement, etc., and. following thie,
should come the formulation of & broad
plan for the economic management ot
thege great public interest. The experi.
ence of other countriea showa thatsuch
wide-reaching investigation must be
made independent of the ex'gencies of
local politice, which can be done cnly
by placing the whole smbject in the
hands of a commissior, unpaid exceptf.r
