A Checkered Life.
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William Miles, Burned Out at St.
John Fire .in 1877, Moved to the
“Misty” City, and Then Took to
the Woods.

. Sydney, Aug. 1—William Miles left Hali-

 fax three years ago. ‘His exit from the
city was sudden, and thereafter nothing
was heard of him.. His disappearance mys-
tified' his friends because he had departed
for no apparent reason. The prews at
the time referred to the case. Your staff
correspondent was told that a hermit re-
sided with his dog in a lonely spot néar
old Bridgeporft (C. B.), far removed from
the residences of the place..

‘house gave an idea as to its imterior fit-
itings. The furniture consisted of a single
stretcher bed, with a few coats and quilts
thrown -across it, a clock, a miner’s lamp
and a few. dishes. The fire place had been
constructed of stone, and it was very
arge and open, resembling a huge hole in
the wall. Suspended on a tripod over a
fire 6f wood was an old-fashioned pot. The
‘entrance to the cabin was mob.larger than
three by two_feet. When the old man
'appeared on the Scene The Mail represen-
'tative instantly recognized him . as Wil-
liam Miles, of Halifax. Here #as a good
story, and the reporter entered the small
log cabin and chatted with its grey-haired
occupant.
