Rumors of Great Devel pment at Morien--

‘company owns forty-four square miles of
coal deposits in a solid block. It will thus
be seen that the company proposed by
Mr. Whitney would be possessed of an un-
limited supply of the necessary material
for & big coal and steel industry.

Thos. Lancaster, of New York, the pro-
moter of (JP B. C. I. & Railway Company,
and H. 8. Poolé, mining expert, arrived
at Sydney Saturday for the purpose of |
exam'ming and reporting on coal mines at |
Cochrane’s Lake. C. B. C. I. & Railway
Com ‘now owns nearly all areas from
Fa}bppaﬁy, Beach to Carabou Beach. It
now seems' certain that this company. will
absorb the Southern Head''or Beards
mines; “arid the Tracey mrine and Gowrie
& 'Blockhousé collieries. ‘Those, together
with the large iron and dolomite-areas pos-
sessed ‘by their companies in Newfound-
lend- and Labrador, are going to give the
people of Morien and the southern por-
tion of our country as great if not a
greater industrial co-operation than that of
Sydney.
