Ottawa, April 28—(Special)—The Su-
preme Court of Canada concluded the busi-
ness of the Kebruary session today and
adjourned sine die. The rest will not be
long as the May session opens on Tues-
day next.

The last case heard was an interesting
one, Angers vs. Mutual Reserve kund Lite
Associution, 'LIhe appeliant,’ Hon. Mr.
Angers, former lieutenant-governor of Que-
vee, wmsured 1n the asseclation in 183.
in 1895 there was an advance in the as-
sessments at which he protested but con-
tinued to pay unul 1898, when a further
advance of over 1w per cent caused- nim
to drop his policy and bring an action for
contract and return ol
moneys -paid the association.

L he appellant claimed that when he in-
sured it was represented to him that tne
assessment might Huctuate between a mini-
mum and maximum amount but would
never exceed the latter and that his certi-
ficate would probably be self-supporting in
fiiteen years; that when the advance was
made in 1855 he was given to understand
that it would be merely temporary and
returned to the members in cash or re-
serve fund and that there was misrepre-
sentation, if not fraud, in the statements
made to him in view of the heayy increase
in cost of the policy in 1898.

The company claimed that the increase
was authorized by its by-laws and made
under direction of the superintendent of
insurance of New York. That the repre-
sentations complained of were those made
by every company to attract the public
and while exaggerated were not fraudu-
lent.._And that appellant could recover no
damages as he was insured at the dates
he agreed to up to 1895 and practically to
1898.

The appellant relies on a case of Foster
vs. the same company decided against the
latter by the court of appeal in England
and now pending in the house of lords.

At the trial appellant succeeded -but fail-
ed in the court of review and king’s bench.
T. Chase Casgrain, X. C., M. P., and La-
fleur, I{. C., appeared for the appellant;
Beaudin, K. C., and Aime Geoffrion, IX.
C., for the association. Judgment was re-
served.

The only New Brunswick cases to be
heard in. May are Connolly vs. St. John
and Lewin vs. Lewin. The maritime list
will not be heard first as is the usual
course in February and May but will fol-
low the Quebec cases.

COLLEAGUES OF CAN-
ADA’S OLD MAN WON-
DERFUL MAKE PRES-
ENTATION TO HIM.

It Took the Form of a
Splendid Oil Painting of

 Himself — Fine Speeches

" from Premier, R. L. Bor-
den and Others -- Vet-
eran Made a Vigorous
Speech in Reply Not-
withst,and;ing His One
Hundred Years.

Ottawg, April 28.—(Special)—Canada’s
centenarian senator and the oldest legisla-
tor in the world, Senator David Wark,
who was 100 years old on February 19 last,
was presented in the senate chamber this
af_termoon with a handsome oil painting of
h’nnself, the gift' of his fellow senators,
The presentation was made by Bpeaker
Power, of the senate, in the preserce of
many members of the upper and lower

‘ houses, including the prime minister and

the leader of the opposition, R. L. Bor-
den, many prominent citizens of Ottawa
and not a few ladies were'in attendance.
Of course Senator Wark was the cyno-
sure of all eyes' drid the spectators couid
hardly help feeling that he was a most
remarkable figure in, the political world of
(Canada. Though bowed down under the
weight of many years the veteran sepator
was still sturdy in appearance, being the
opposite of emaciated, his hearing waas
that of a man who moved carefully rather
than feebly, and who conserved his physi-
cal energies rather than strained them.

.Clear®4and lucid in speech, it was evident

that his. mind was not dimmed by the

. passage of years and that he had full con-

trol of his mental- faculties.
Speech Excited Admiration.

His speech excited admiration for his
sentiments and the manner of their ex-
pression were those  of a man half a
century yournger than the guest of honor.
Senator Wark was as much enrapped with
the events transpiring around him as was
the youngest and most vigorous member
of parliament present at the ceremony.

Hon. David Wark, who represents Fred-
ericton (N. B.), in the senate, is of Scotth
descent and was born in Londonderry,
Ireland, February 19, 1804. He went to
New Brunswick when twenty years of age
and was called to the senate in 1867 at
Confederation, and has sat since 1in that
body. The painting was by W. C. Forbes.

After the presentation speeches were
made by Hon. R. W. Scott, secretary of
state and leader of the government party
in the senate, Sir M. Bowell, leader of the
opposition in the senate; Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier and R. L. Borden, the following ad-
dress was read by Speaker Power:

Address 10 Veteran Seuators

The Honarable D, Wark: |

Dear and Honored Sir: Your colleagues in
the senate of Canada have thought tnal your
reaching while an acuve melper of our
body Lhe great age of 1V0 years should not
be allowed 10 pass unnouced and have re-
golved that the event be signaiized by a
painting which will enable fuiure generauons
10 100k upon the countenance wilh waica we
are happily familiar. We may be perwitted
to caul atiention to some points which saow
over how wide a historical field your lte's
journey has extended. born when Wilham
Pitt, worn out in the struggle wiuh the great
Napoleon was drawing near the close of his
career your Inemory can distinctly recall the
batue mn which the principles tor which the
Briush statesmen contended finally triumph-
ed. You left your native island for New
Brunswick in early manhood betore the days
of Catholic emancipation and long betore
the passing of the reform. bill of 1332, You
settled in the home of ygur adoption when
the province was still practically a crown
colony and took a part in the prolonged
but bloodless campaign which replaced irre-
sponsible administration by one controied
by the wishes ot the people. During the lat-
ter part of the contest you in the prime of
lite, tought for popular rights as a member
of the elective branch of the provincial legis-
lature and after the battle was finally won
you passed fifty-four years ago to the upper
house. This it may be observed was Iour
years before the Crimean war.

Called to the senate at a mature age you
are now with a single exception, the only
survivor of those appointed by her late
majesty in 1867. In both houses of the
provincial legislaturé and in our own body
you always devoted your talents and energy
to parliamentary work with a single eye to
the good of the people and particularly with
respect to education and internaional trade.

Speaking of you as a Senator one may be
allowed to say that while you have been
energetic and persistent in your effort to
bring about what you have deemed to be
for the public good you have never been
impatient nor intolerant towards those whose
opinions differed from your own,
while your courtesies and your  kindli-
ness of disposition have been proverbial
among your colleagues, as a result the prew-
ent action of the house, is unanimous and
gives expression to the sincere sentiment
of your colleagues of all shades of opinion
and will unite in the hope that the Al-
mighty may be pleased to prolong for years
a life which has throughout been lined with
a clc:ntmua.l consciousness of his divine over-

sight.

Mr. Wark was greeted with prolonged
cheering as he rose to reply. He said: “I
thank you for this very flattering address.
I never expected anything of the kind nor
do I think I deserve it, but at the same
time I feel deeply grateful to you and to
those whom you represent for such an ex-
pression of kindness and friendship.

“There is no part of it with which I
agree so heartily as the last sentence. I
join with you most cordially in the belief
that God exercises a wise providence over
the affairs’ of this world and especially
