for pocket use were. admitted. de
posited in ¢harge of the authorities'at the Ob-
servatory, ard underwent the most searching
ordeal nossible to be aprlied to pocket instru
ments of this ¢laes. The jury epecially retsined
to decide the d\ﬁiculc question as to whom to
award the pa'm of excellency unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M. Badollet & Co.
This irm bhaving carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting a chronometer which fulfilled in the
highest degree every ¢ondition required, crown-
ed their first success by gaining honoratle men-
tion for two otber chronometers. The ailusion
to this triple honor was received with enthu-
siastic applanse, and Professor Ilumbert; Presi-
dent of the Fine Arts Section, olosed the meet-
ing with a happy and humorqus dissertation up
on subjects connected with this department.
