Will not the strain of the present system fa
system geared for 400 dealing with 140¢) be complimented
in the future by the greater burden of an SRO geared for
1400 dealing with 4007

bring to the atcention of Mr. Fleming and all
students of the campus.

For more than a decade, countdess editorial and magazine writes
from the great Toynbee and the chservant Mutchinson to the March
of Time and Effie Glotz, Girl Reporter, have worn out many type-
wirters and burned up many feet of film, trying te convince we Mari-
timers that we live in thc most “backward and unprogressive” part of
the nation, if uot of the entire continent. They have painted a vivid
picture of appalling poverty, unemployment and disillusionment They
point to the great exodus of trained and educated vouth from the
Maritimes to upper Canada and the United States as an indication of
the widespread lack of “opportunity” in these three provinces by the
sea, They have marshalled imposing statistics published the findings
of extensive surveys, reproduced the overheard convessetions of apa
thetic patives, and as Profescor Tonybee has done, proven by a very
eaborate theory of history, that we noor Maritimers are destined to
remain vietims of our excessive geographical chalisnge

These scholarly exposes of conditiony in the Maritime hintexland,
together with the reports of daring travellers, have helped ic make
tlis view of Canala’s provinces by the sea, country-side. and to *he
extent Americans think of us at all, continent-wide. But what is
singularly uuff)rtunutu. this distorted outlook of life in the Maritimes,

has eatew its way into our own conception of ovurselves: in niany

cases, we have preferred to adopt, wholeheartedly, this outsider’s opiu-
ion of ourselves as our own, rather than go to the trouble cf makinrg
our own appmisal of owr accomplishments and possibilities. We have
listened attentively *o penaceas proposed by John Fisher and the il-
Instrious Mr. Pheips and have come away feeling warmly grateful for
the interest taken by these men in our unfortunate plight. And we
go ¢n believing what other people tell us about ourselves, and general-
ly apologize for heing Maritimers.

Those intrepid souls who have struck out on their own to get a
true picture of iife in the Maritimes, have early arrived at the conclu-
sion that a. comparison, based on economic statas, does leave us in the
shade—=BUT only when that comparison is made with areas of North
America such as Southern Ontario, Indusirial Quebec or New England,
areas which have been under development tor a considerably longer
,).n}?l than anv. New Brnmswick's one hundred seventy odd years.
But we \!l‘m.T.i not feel we are forced to justify our economic and
cultural vosition in the eyes of the rest of Canada or the rest of the

world, . . .but only in our own, If we fel, after a caretul examination

of conditions, that here are social evile to be eradicated in New Bruns-
wick. thet there is a iob to be done in the Maritimes as a whole (and
God knows there is) let us have the courage to do it our way. No one
else can help us put our house in order,

But, as our champions from the outside have told us, we cannot
hope to do this sc long as we export our “best” men. For, whether it
is hecanse all the prophets are unuble to find honor in their cwn coun-
try, or because the grass is greener on the other side of the fence, we
have lost and are losing many of our trained and educated men and

women. But whether they are our “best” men and women cannot be

accurately determined. One thing is certain: they do prize their ©

pocketbooks more highly than they do the welfare of the country
which nourished them. Since purely mercenary motives have never
huilt nations, we are perhaps” beiter off in numbering these people in
our exports. And it takes move than education and training to buiid
communities and nations and make them strong. Sa

Ty some, this dessertation may sound like an apveal to provinciai-
ism; to those not so easily frightened by names, it will be seen as an
appeal to Maritimers, to be conscious of themselves as Maritimers, a
potent element in 2 nation that can have, and should have a great fu-
tare. We have resources, we have men and women to develop these
resources. And we have the necessary emergy,. All that is lacking is
the appreciation of the fact that we have the power, within the limits
of human possibility which are almost limitless) to realize our potent-
tialites and to shape our own destiny. Opportunity is where there is
wotk to do, and there is plenty of work to do righi here in Canada’s
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Frontier College...
