having the same general plam which has made it pcssible to

' esasential requisites, I visited scme of the trainirg schools
of the state with the purpcse of assisting other school
boards to secure teachers of like spirit and iraining, who
would in due time produce similar reasults, I have applicua~
tions from a number of such persons, whom I met personally,
and am bringing them to the attention of the various school
boards, and hope that some of them may be employed to fill
such vacancies as may occur this year, and purpcse following
the same plan next year. I believe that this line of in~
