It Is to be noted that In 1631 very 
little water naeaed through the bond of the river 
Into which the sewerage le deposited and that, 
this year, 1632, it woe abeolutely dry. It la 
further stated that, the bend la silted up to 
large extent and that the river may never again 
flow through the channel.

The estimated coat of constructing an 
extension to the sewerage aystem across the river 
bend la 66,000.

The canal In question waa cut In the 
Pall of 1606 and hae given good resuite la reliev­
ing conditions ov. the «oBinlbolne Hiver during 
flood oerldb. Ae our records do not show that the 
t it- of ’ortoge In brairle made any pretest against 
the cutting of this channel I would recomend thnt 
o copy of the district /.nglneer*6 re 'ort be sent 
to the ; acretsr; - treasurer and that he be advised 
that the Joiartment will not assume the coat of ex­
tending the sewerage outlet pliea to deco water.
