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35. If the principal of full proportionate Canadian 
contribution is accepted, some decision will be reached 
eventually of the over-all Canadian commitment. It follows 
that the burden on the Amy Overseas can be made limiter
to the extent that the Amy in Canada is able to take up a 
greater share of the total commitment.
36. mile it is difficult to arrive at any size for 
this commitment because of the undetermined governing 
factors, a minimum of one division may be put forward as 
a suggestion. Such an effort would not represent a pro­
portionate commitment, but ether factors mirtit point to 
using such a figure as a basis for discussion.
