Wh'le
these act’vities are taken advintage of as much as poss‘ble “n
school work, there *s another and outstanding act'vity wh'ch *s
not be‘ng taken advantage ofj; wh'ch “sbecom'ng latent and 18
rap‘dly dy*ng out, 7T refer to the art projects fostered and
developed by Charles Dudoward,

This men, as you may know, has from early
youth travelled among related Coastal tr*‘bes and has recovered
some of thealmost forgotten designs, crafts and b*ts of h4story
or fable, and has atéempted to make them l*ve again, Tn th's
connection he has placed on exh‘b4t4on certatn un‘que spec'‘men%s
of Tndian Art and has attracted the ‘nterest of a number of prom=
1nent people such as Mrs. M*ldred Valley Thornton, Art Cr4tic of
the Vancouver Sun.

Tt seems as though Casnada can not afford,
sn 1ts search for an express‘on of true Canaden Art and ‘R 1ts
des‘re to develop talents along th*s 1‘ne, to neglect th*s man,
He 4 be‘ng neglected 4n that with some ass?stance and d“rect‘on
or encouragement he could devote a large proporet‘on of h's t'me
to the re-establ®shment of dy‘ng arts, not for the sake of Tndian
velfare only, but for the welfare of all Canada.

While 4t would not be unw*se to put this
men on the staff of a large Tndustr‘al Arts department, we need
not weait unt*l someone makes th*s poss‘ble. We can put hi‘m to
work among h's own people, T propose that Mr, Dudoward be h'red
as a part-t‘me ‘nstructor of crafts for Port S‘mrson Tnd*an Day
School. T would have h'm teach, for one hour each day, classes
sn any ereft ‘n wh*ch he ‘s si/4l]led - primar+ly those of most use
to the pup*ls. Crafts thught, therefore, would ‘ncrease the skill]
and confidence of the pup?l, would provide h*m w'th an avocat‘on
useful and poss‘bly prof‘table, and would gfve h*m someth‘ng to
hand on to the next generat‘on. There ‘s ‘ndeed a fourth value;
namely, the creating of an “‘nterest ‘n school 14fe and consequent
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
