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The Gadabas live in the foothills of the Rastern Ghats of India. They
have their own language; which is not yet reduced to writing, and their
religion is much simpler than that of the Hindus. The women wear a
colored dress—which they say, Seta, the goddess, compelled them to wear
#s a curse for having mocked her on one occasion.
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
