Ans.—Economical balanced rations can-
not be figured without the use of rough-
age. The question does not state what
kind of roughage you have to feed,
neither does it state the kind of grain
you have. The economy of a feeding
ration very often depends upon
or not the feeder hag
disposal. It is often found that the
grains roughage on hand can be
made into a very suitable ration without
buying other material. We can do no
better in this case than assume that you
have well-cured clover hay,
good quality. Steers to be finished in
January would require liberal feeding.
Using the roughage stated, a nutritive
ratio of 1 to 7 or 1 to 8, should prove
satisfactory, even when

Corn
silage, 40 1bs.; clover hay, 8 1bs.; oat
straw, 5 1bs.: corn meal, 2 Ibs.; ground
oats, 3 lbs.; oil cake, 2 1bs., and barley
meal, 2 1bs., should make a very good
balanced ration for cattle, but
whether or not it the most
economical ration difticult to
state. In considering this, the price of
different feeding stufls the local
market must be reckoned. ITowever, the
