Profeseor Smith
holds high place amongst the Guild of
Pampbleteers, a noisy, ove: flawing set of
litterateurs who do nothing eave advance
opinions, and are all the while sorely
annoyed becsuse the whole world, and
particularly the country in which they
live, does not recogniz3 their peccadiloes
and adopt their suggestions as the true
and only manner by which humanity
might be made to reach the goal of per.
tection.

ProrEssor GOLDWIN SMiTH, a8 political
afiairs become warm in our Dominion,
assumes s tone of masterly command,
His pen is ever busy and his tongue is
not by any means idle, His Iatest
achievement is an essay on Canada’s
future, and he supplies s very pretty
word picture of French Canada’s past
and present. It is the most peculiar
piece of literary work we bave ever
read. No one save Prof. Smith could
possibly have been the author, In treat-
log of the habitants of Qaebeclove of a most
srdent kind and hatred most intense are
boused in the ssme head. For one sen-
tence he dips hls pen in honey, for another
he pute it into & bottle of gall. He
places ome arm lovingly about the neck
of the habitant, demonstrative in his
caresses, while with the o.har he sinks a
dirk knife under his fifth rib.

Tae French people have large families.
Tpis is one of their high crimes and
misdemeanors in the eyes of Prof,
Smith, Looking at the matter through
the spectacles of modernism, @1thetic
iem and Puritanism, large families are
not to be commended, but if he will
tske to heart the lessons of history he
will note the gruesome result of his pet
theories in the homes of New Eogland,
Small families and no families, as a rule,
prevail in countries where Christ’s
gpousc—the Church of His love—bas
lost its power and its influence.

A sunrecr that annoys Prof. Smith aod
very many other gentlemen of ltke mould
1s the wealtk of the Catholic Church in
the Province of (Qiebec. 1t is & very
d'fficult matter to deal with these com-
plaints without making uee of vigorous
lsugusge. The question naturally ariees
in one’s mind, * What buciness ls that of
yours i The Catholic Church in Q1ebec
may be very wealthy. No doubt it fe,
Catholfc institutions cover the land—all
bullt for the glory of Ged ard the rellef
of the euffering and cfflicted. Whose
money contributed to ralse these lostitu-
tions? Was it that of Protestants? No;
certalnly not. Why then complain ?
Why do you interfere in what does not in
any wise concern you? There are mag-
pificent churchee, it 1 true, erected for
the glory of God ; there are orphan asylums
in which God’s poor are tenderly
cared for ; there are institutions of learn
ing where love of God and the obliga-
tions of fulfilling God’s law are taught in
unison with the branches fitting the
rising generation to take their proper
places in the world ; there are hospitals
for the care of the sick ; there are asy-
lums where the abandoned snd dis-
carded of buman society are made to
take thought and return to the path of
the Megdaléne. The smile of Gad, we
feel assured, rests on these institutions
which are performing His work here
below, Little thought, we regret to
state, 18 taken of God’s work and God’s
poor amongst the cold and heartless
philozophers of the Smith family, But
let us draw & contrast, and see if there
is not a little inconsistency in the pro
fessor ] The Catholic Church in Quebec,
as we have admitted, is wealthy, but the
world can see,and the world will doubtless
admit, when not blinded by prejudice,
that in that Province nearly all its re
sources are utilized for the public good
in one way and another.

Think again, Mr. Smith, and perhaps you
will give pralse instead of blame to the

by our common bumanity.

Tag Cardinal Archbishop of Paris has
declared himself in favor of Cardinal
Lavigerie’s policy of unreeerved accept-
snce of the French Li»public, by Catho-
lice, snd thus a new impetus has been
given to the programme of the former,
which is being geuerally adopted
throughout the country as the means
whereby the interests of the country
and of the Church will be best served.
The Catholic Church is not tied to any
particular form of Government, and it is
recognized that the monarchies of the
past are effate, and that the Rapublic is
to be a permanency. Hence, notwith.
steading the fact that tbe Republican
leaders have been enemies to religion, it
is admitted that the most prudent course
is now to accept the established form of
Government, sud to bring into action
the popular will towards readering the
position of the Courch more endurable,
There is no reason to blame thoze who
adhered to the monarchical traditions
which formad to them a second nature ;
but it would be worse than useless to
cling to these any longer. Meantime the
Goavernment, radical as it is, is manifest.
ing more than ever a desire to desist
from waging sgainst religion a constant
waifare, which must, in the end, be dis-
astrous to the people. Many monarch.
ists are displeased at Cardinal Lavigerie’s
outspoken Republicanism, but the Pope
approves heartily his sentiments,

The Roman correspondent of the Lon-
don Tab'et relates that he had recently
an interview with Signor Rudini, lasting
balf an hour. He acknowledged that
one question which he proposed to the
Italian Premier was rather a pointed one,
but he wae emboldened by the gracious
mannper of the latter to askit. It was
concerning the policy which the Govern-
ment intend to pursue in reference to
the Holy See, and Signor Rudini
answered :

“The question of the Papacy or
of the restoration of the Tem.
poral Power is a most difficult one to
solve, The Italian Government, how-
ever, will observe to the last point the
concession of every possible liberty in
the fullest sense of the word, to the
Pope—in fact in the freest Italian sense
of the word. It is my policy also to be
strictly inoftensive in regard to anything
touching the Vatican.”

It is very possible that Rudini may be
no better than was Crispi in his treat.
ment of the Pope, for the Radical ele.
ment and the Freemasons may force
him into a position of hostility ; yet it is
certain tbat he has inaugurated new
relations, and that he is not constantly
trying, as Crispi did, to harass the Holy
Father, This may be a sign of better
times coming.

favor of workmen, With this broad and
strong programme the Conservatives will
find it diflicult to compete,
