REV. GERVASE SMITH IN

We give extracts from Mr. Smith’s fourth
letter to the Recorder, regretting that we are
prevented by our limited space from publishing
it in full :—

AMERICA.

THE CAPITOL AT WASHINGTON.

The architecture of the Capitol seemed to us
to be almost perfect. Although tuilt at three
different periods, complete symmetry has been
secured. Good Mr Thornton. our late Editor,
gazed upon it with wondar, and declared it to
Ye the most perfect building he bad ever seen.
We wandered through its halls and corriders
with great interest, gazed upon its historical
trescoes, and scarcely know whether the feel-
ingsof sadness or satisfaction was the upper-
most. As we looked upon Corawallis handiag
his sword to the conqueror, the pride of the
Eoglishman for a moment started, but we called
to mind what we believed to be the grand des

tiny of America; and praying that she may be
taithtul to ber calling, the English pride was
checked, and hope got the uppermost, that
America would always be found by the side of
Englaad in the conquest of the world for Christ.
The Treasury, the Court-house, the Patent-
office, the Post-office, and the new naval and
milirary offices are worthy of the metropolis ot
the Great Republic. The White House is not
equal to some of the Royal palaces of the old
world, but it is well situated, and must ever be
to the traveller an object of commanding inter-
est. We were looking upon the basement of
what is to be an immense memorial to General
Washington, when an old negro whom we ac-
costed gave us a little of “its history. He said
that it was to be a monument raised by the
tree-will offerings of all the States. On ob-
serving to him that the work was proceeding

bat slowly, he shrugged bis shoulders, and with
indescribable drollery in his face, replied,
*You see, Sir, it takes a long time to get in
the money. A collector begs, say a bundred
dollars, ninety-nine of these are taken for ex-
penses, and one goes for the Washington mem

orial.” There are some superior churches in
the city, the first ot which is doubtless the
Methodist Episcopal Metropolitan.

HEARING BEECHER.

On the Sabbath morning we made our way
to the Plymouth Church, and were fortunate
enough to meet with ooe of the deacons at the
door, who kindly offered us sittiogs in bis own
pew. Mr. Beecher’s popularity is not only un-
dimini-bed, but recent sad circamstances seem
greatly to bave increased it. The crowds seek
ing admission were vast, and shortly after the
doors were opened, every available spot of the
spacious edifice was occupied. At twenty
minutes past ten Mr. Beecher ascended the
plattorm, and took the chair without any out-
ward exercise of devotion. He occupied seve-
ral minutes in arrdnging bis notes and notices,
when the members of bis choir, amounting to
nearly 100 persons, filed down each side of the
organ, and took their allotted seats. The vol-
untary concluded exactly at hali-past ten, when
the choir rose and rendered the iatroductory
antbem. Mr. Beecher's opening prayer was
peculiarly soft and tender, evidently prompted
by a beart full of sorrow. We falt that listen-
ing to his prayer amply repaid us for our jour-
nev to Brooklyn, and if we bad left when it
was over, it might bave Leen as well for our
profit. The sermon was what we presume
should be designated purely Bee herian
There was no attempt at exposition, but it was
distioguished by a very able denunciation of
everything and everybody except that which
every one should denounce. All Church creeds
were attacked with vigorous declamation. His
most effective illustration was that of his son
being sent to school, who on bis return was re-
quired to wear the little pair ot trousers which
bad been caretually laid up during bis absénce,
and when the boy declared that be bad out-
grown them and could pot possibly get them
on, the father vigorously insisted that as they
were his own veritable garments he must wear
them. Mr. Beecher suited the action to the
word by representing the little fellow most
vigorously putting on this cast-off clothing be-
fore the immense econgregation, sod a peal of
laughter followed. This was designed to show
that all creeds are outgrown by time, the
preacher seeming to forget that all trutbs which
the creeds embody is immutable. We listened
to much that was said with great anxiety, and
yet we were drawn towards the man witha

strange affection as we thought of bis command-

the ing ability, unbounded popularity. and present
position.

ON BRITISH SOIL.

Not baviag time to remain in Boston, we lett
by the evening train, and the next morning
found ourselves running by the side of the
Peuobscot river. In the afternoon we crossed
the St Croix. and entered again the Queen's
dominions, when of course we took off our hats
and sang with beart and voice, ¢* God save our
Quaeen.” Towards eveniag we struck the head
of the Bay of Fundy, and entered St. Jobn, the
principal city of New Brusswick. After rest-
ing bere tor the night, we t ok the ear of the
Intercolonial Rai'road. On the line between
Bangor and St. Joha no time-table is issued,
but the Intercolonial publisbes one of loud
colour and varied intelligence. 'Here is a single
extract for the benefit of your readers: * Con-
nections are made at Shediac with stages to
and trom Cocaigne, Buctouche, Richibucto,
| Kouchibouguacis, Kouchibouguac, Miramichi,
| Dalbousie, ‘and Restigouche.” During the
1-orning we crossed or touched several import-
|ant rivers, and passed the Roman Catbolic
| School and College of Memramcook, bat our
principal object of attraction during the day
was Sackville, the seat of our own important
college and schools. Dr. Stewart came to the
depot and gave us kind and cordial greeting
The buildings ot our educational institutions
are excellently situated, occupying the most
prominent position in the place. The Mount
Allison Wesleyan Col ege was organized in
1862. R bas its charter trom the Legislature
of New Brunswick, and recives recognition and
aid from that of Nova Sootia. It bas its regu-
larcourses of study for the degrees of B. A.
and B.S., while the degree of M. A can bs
taken in course by any Bachelor of Arts of
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| very of that discourse. At the crowded pray-
| er-

ting which followed, scarcely a single

person left the densely-packed chapel in which

;bo bad preached —very great excitement pre

vailed. Many persons were crying for mercy

| in various parts of the building, and there fol-

lowed a glorious ingathering of precious souls.
Indeed, for weeks after the sermon bad been
preached, it was the subjact ot conversation
throughout the entire neighbourhood.

But the incident I am now about to relate
was of & different character altogerber, though
it occurred in the same chapel. It arose under
the preaching of his notable sermon founded
on Psalm x1. 18, ‘*T waited patiently for
the Lord,” &c. ; and on this particular after-
noon be appeared at his bes, and was exceed-
ingly bappy and self-possessed. He depicted
the borrible pit and the miry clay in which the

shepberd youth bad, by the light of God'sgits own trustees, is denied to Halifax.

Spirit, found bimselt ; and the lad’s eyvs were
raised towards heaven in bumble prayer and
faith. David bad found bimselt in that state
before ; bat now his soul was entranced; his
faith grasped God's mercy and power; he felt
be could trust in the Mighty God of Jacob, and
he waited patiently to receive the full assur-

ance of pardon.
Oa tbe other band the preacher, placing

which bave developed under the present admin-
istration of school affairs, and tor the mainte-
nance in its integrity of the priaciple upon
which our educational system is based. In the
city of Halifax some of these evils bad grows
80 obtrusive aod intolerable as to arouse the
spirit which led to the formation of the Associ-
ation which now addresses you.

Seecing that unlawful practices were rapidly
multiplying in several of our schools, and that
others were characterized only by utter ineffici- |
ency, whilst progress towards the higher grades |
of instruction,—annually promised, was year
after year neglected, and rbe mode of appoiot- |
ing the School Board was itself unsatistactory, |
a large sumber of citizens interested in Educa-
tion advocated the repeal ot the clause in the
Provincial Statute by which the right conceded |
to every other section of tie Province, to elect |
If,—
when shamefal abuse of privileges, evasion of
the law, and dereliction ot duty characterized |
the working ot the School Act in the ecity of
Halitax,—the Government of the day were un-
prepared to grapole with such wroags, it was
thought that at least the Legislature would not
withbold from the citizens the right to under-
take the task for themselves. Ia this we were

himselt in the most kind and affectionate attit-
ude, represented the Divine Being as listening
to the cry ot the contrite one. ** And He in-
clined” (bis ear) ** unto me.” Suiting the ac-
tion to the word, Mr. Dawsoa placed bis right
band to his ear, and bending forward his head
as if intently looking towards some imaginary
person in the body of the chapel, be seemed to
be listening to the ery of distress.

Resuming’ our journey, we passed through
the flourishing town of Truro, and reached
Halifax, the capital of Nova Scotia, on Satur-
day evening. On Sunday and Monday we oc-
cupied three of the churches of the city and the
Temperance-ball, and were glad to find that
Methodism had so great a hold of the popula-
tion. This city does not strike a stranger as
one of great beauty ; as he wanders through it,
however, be finds unmistakable proofs of bustle
and business energy. Our yisit was cheered
bere not only by our bost, but by repeated in-
terviews with good Father Pope, wbo is now in
bis eighty-seventh year, and who, for more
than sixty years has been a faithful and labori-
ous missionary in North America. He is yet
tull of energy, preaching every Sabbath, and is
regarded by all classes as a prince among the
saiots.

We left Halifax on Taesday at noon io this
tast sailing vessel. The presence of a large
number ot naval and military officers on board
accounted for the din of martial music under
which we steamed out of the spacious barbour.
St. Jobn's, Newfoundland, was reached on
Tbursday morning. We went ashore in com-
pany with Mr. Milligan, the President ot New-
toundland Conterence. We visited our two
com modious churches, and a bigh school under
the mastership ot Mr. Holloway, trom West-
minster. Methodism in this island is just now
in a critical but bopeful condition. By the
Treaty ot Utrecht, Fraace secared some terri
torial rights on its shores. Popery bas there-
tore tor long had powertul influence here; as
its large catbedral on St. Jobn's Hill may tes-
ufy; but for many years past the High Angli-
can party bas been straing for power, sad -ooe
ot its main objects is ssid to bave been the up-
tooting of Merhodism, or at least its subservi-
ence, and we were told that some liltle sons, as
they werv designated, of Wesloyans in Eogland
bave been prominent in this effort. Petty

tion in various forms bas been at work,
tbe last of which is the driving from the chair-
msnship of a local school board ot our excel-
lent supernumerary, Mr. Sbeastone. We are
assured that men are now in ecclesiastical
office who not only maintain the fi;ment of
Apostolical Succession, but who avow their be-
liet in the R-al Presence, prayers tor the dead,
and the utter insufficiency of the Scriptures
without Church interpretation. We may safe-
ly say that there is no village in Eagland where
Metbodism is more assailed by Ritualistic
teachers than in some parts ot this islaod. Al
though uoable to claim the position which law
and social castom give to the bierarchy in Eng-
there are men here who ape its importance and
claim its authority. Methodism, bowever, has
noignoble position in the colony, and doring
the last two years a considerable forward move-
ment bas been made. Large additions, both
in congregations and church members, bave
taken place. Its social status is rapidly ad-
vancing. It bas six representatives in the
Lower, and three in the Upper House of As-
sembly to-day, and the elections just now go-
ing on are expected to increase the number.
We hope that its recent connection with the
Canada Conterence will botb bring to it increas-
ing strength, and develop still further its own

resources.

“ BILLY DAWSON.”

(From the London Methodist. )

I bad beard Mr. Dawson preach several
times, and had listened to him in some of his
grandest and most striking moods of thought
and illustration. All those who have beard bis
celebrated sermon on ** The pale Horse and
bis Rider " will call to mind the vividness of
bis imagination, and bis almost unparalicled
power of picturing out the sublime visions of
the Apocalypse. I shall not easily forget the
| extraordinary influence that atteaded the deli-

of David; and in the most loving and tender
tones he cried out, straining his voice as if
shouting to a person at a considerable distance,
““David! David! 1 want you. Come and
tell us bow you got out of the pit. Come,
come! Be quick, be quick ! Come and tell
us your experieuce. You cried unto the Lord!
Let us bear how you did it. Ah! here he
comes. Here, here! Now, now! You were
slipping about in the mire, were you? And
sometimes you fell? And then you tried to
get up again? And then you fell again? Yes,
yes; I know! And as you cried unto the
Lord, you saw the hand of mercy stretched out
to belp you? Aud you beard a voice, did you
not? and it said, * Lend me your hand. Lay
hold, lay hold!" And you tried ; and you got
hold. Wasn't that it, David? Y-e-s, y-e-s!
I can hear you. And then * He set your feet
upon a rock;' and ‘He put a new song in
your mouth.” Come and siag us the new song,
David ! we all want to bear it; and we know
you can sing.” Then in the most exalted
strains of eloquence the preacher described the
new song, and all but sang it. The imaginary
scene, with the one figure in the foreground,
was 80 grapbically drawn by the preacher, the
acting was so marvellous, and the power of his
flexible voice s0 wondertul, that words would
1ail to describe the magical effects produced.
To say that the attention of the audiegce was
riveted is to use a very mild expression. They
listened with 'bated breath aud open mouths;
now smiles, now tears; and then such sbouts
of joytul Hallelujabs followed as are seldom
beard. Such preaching reminded one of the
impassioned eloguence of Whitfield, with the
colouring of Rembrandt, and the tenderuess
and affection of woman.

One could scarcely turn one's eye from the
speaker and actor to the audience, much less to
individuals to observe how they looked aod
scted : the feeling was as demonstrable as the
light of day.

At the very beginning of the apostrophe to
the shepberd lud an old lady in the gallery
was s0 wrought upon that she rose directly
trom ber seat, just as the preacher was acting
aod calling out so earnestly. She stretched
berselt over the pew, and looked over the
beads of the congregation down towards the
centre of the area, evidently expectiog the
youth to appear. There she stood several
minutes, utterly unconscious of ber state.
I bad often read of Robert Hall producing
such effects by bis preaching but I bave never
myselt witnessed it before or since. The
whole scene was such as occurs only once in &
litetime. The simplicity and paturalness of
the preacher’s style and maoner bad a charm
that was irresistible, aud soon the audience
learned not only to admire, but to love bim
who spoke, to receive bis message, and to ac-
cept the offers ot love sad mercy through
Cbrigt which be brought.

This is but a faint representation of the
effects ot Mr. Dawson's preaching, written
down after thirty years bave gone by; but
even now I regard this gifted man as one of
the most wonderful natural orators I ever
heard. He used no art but such as nature
gave. There was no got-upness sbout him,
and no make-believe ever escaped bis lips. All
was the outflow ot his great, full, and bappy
soul ; for be ever tollowed the promptings of
bis own grand and sanctified instincts, and the
changeful moods of his own rich but fittul
fancy. There never was but onme ‘‘ Billy
Dawson ;" there is not likely soon to be ano-
tter. His singleness of aim was oaly equalled
by his devotedness to the csuse he had

espoused.

General Miscellany.

TO THE ELECTORS OF NOVA SCOTIA.

GENTLEMEN,—

Following a sudden dissolution of the House
of Assembly, you are called upon to elect your
representatives on the 17th instant. The time
is short. The comsideration of those matters
which may aflect your judgment must be
prompt. We feel that the duty is ours in the
present crisis to remind you that there is a
question before the country which transcends

all mere party differences. We mean the
legislation required for the correction of evils

A Bill carefully framed, int to cont
upon the citizens the right of electing their own
trustees in the same way in which that right is
usually exercised in incorporated cities, was
submitted to the House of Assembly. Warm
sympathy with its object was expressed by
many members, and positive and unbesitating
assurances of support were given by some who,
when the test of an actual vote came to be ap-
plied, were conveniently absent from their
duty. Through the process of postponement
until another session, the Bill was shelved for
the time, and now before that session is held
the House itsell is dissolved. Our application
baving been thus disposed of, we addressed to
our fellow-citizens a statement ot grievances,
enumerating fourteen particulars in which the
law was broken or evaded, and paused for some
reply. None! To this day not a single allega-
tion contsined in it has been refuted. Silence
bas reigned over the educational authorities.
But more significant evea than this have been
the quiet efforts to evade the effects of the
criticism and weaken the force of our attack.
One by one sundry evils complained off have
been in some sort edied. We denounced
the neglect to advertise when teachers were re-
quired: advertisements have since appeared.
—We pointed to the glaring injastice of cler-
gical representation of one church oaly upon
the School Board, and that s church in avowed
bostility to a system which provides ** mixed
schools :"—the anomaly bas been ostensibly re-
moved. We exposed the violation of law in
the use of school books not authorized by the
Council of Public Instruction; we were assured
that the Commissioners were ignorant of the
tact, and their use has been discontinued.
We showed that in this wealthy city where am-
ple funds for the best sort of education bave
been easily raised, not a single grade A teacher
was employed : —two bave since been obtained
aod placed at the bead of important schools.
These tacile concessions of some of our claims
are the best possible testimony to their correct-
oess, while they show how great was the ne-
glect of duty into which the administrators of
the law had fallen.

Thus far bas success been apparently vouch-
safed in answer to our appeals, but the obnox
ious principle under which so great evils have
prevailed, and under which it is feared they
may agsin expand and flourish, remains in full
operation.

Y% |

Having afforded ample time for inquiry into
our allegations, we waited again upon the Gov-
ernment and sought to elicit from them an as-
surance that some remedial measure would be
provided. They would neither avow their in
tention to uphold the exi-ting exceptional legis-
lation with regard to Halifax, nor would they
uodertake to ameond it. We believe them in
fact to be divided in opinion, and we fear that
there .is-in exercise & secret iofluence more
potent than principle, which determines tbe
balance against us.

We now appeal to you, We do not make
this appeal in the pame or in the interest of
party. Our Association comprises at this mo-
ment many who have been among the most
vigorous and valuable supports of the presen
(Government, and who would sever with pain
the tie of general concurrence in principle
which bas bound them to it; many who bave
been ardently opposed to the Gover t and
in intimate allianc® with the Opposition; and
many who look upon both existing political
parties with distrust. They are united upon
one point alone; the sacred duty of freeing
our educational system from the danger of be-
ing perpetually manipnlated in the interests of
its opponents, and ot its faithful administration
being subordinated to the exigencies of the
party that may happen for the time to be iu the
ascendant,

Our experience has demonstrated to us that
beyond the special ‘grievance of which we in
Halifax complain, the weak point in our School
Law is the identity of the Council of Public In-
struction with the Executive Council ot the
Province. This was foreseen and pointed out
by wise legwslators at the time the Act was
passed. Their prayers and predictions bave
been too amply tulfilled.

We appeal then to you to see to it in the se-
lection of candidates to represeat you in the
House of Assembly, that men are chosen who
will not bold mere party allegiance to be more
binling than their duty to their country in its
'higbeu interests ; and we strongly recommend
| that, wherever practicable, candidates may be

pledged to amend the invidious and injurious
! clauses of the Education Act relating to Hali-
'fn. and to secure the formation of s Counsil
1‘ ot Public Instruction for the Province, which
" will consist of men fitted by traioing and ex-
perience to advance the cawse of Education
among us.

We suggest the following as suitable ques-
tions to be put to all candidates sclicitiog your

1. It elected to the House, will you vots to
extend to the citizeas ot Halifax the privilege
erjoyed by every other school section in the
Province, of electing their own school trustees
and managing the schools they themselves
pay for?

2. Will you slso vote that, as in every other
section in the Province, so in the city of Hali-
tax, no school shall obtain a share of the Pro-
vincial Grant, unless the county inspector
certily that the school is conducted ia accord-
ance with the requirements of the law, and is
up to the properstandard of efficiency.

3. Will you vote for a noa-politieal Council
of public Instruction, a ccunsel to be composed
of representative men specially appowmtel to
superintend Schools, Academies, and Colleges,
and that will not sacrifice the educational inter-
ests of the Proviace for the sake of the tempor-
ary advantage of party ?

4. Do you believe that our School Law was
intended to provide free and unsectarian schools
for our children, and will you resist all tam-
pering with the spirit of the law ?

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Capisin Edward Wright, ot Granville Fer-
ry, died Oct. 4, 1874, aged 62 years.

The severe winter storms of the Bay of Fun-
dy, Captain Wright encountered while master
of the sailing packet which for many years rn
between St. Jobn and Digby, fastenéd asthma
upor him from which he suffered for more than
twenty years, and which finaliy wore out his re-
markably strong constitution. It does not ap-
pear that he gave much attention to the things
of his soul until about ten years ago. During
the ministry of the Rev. Messrs. Lockbart and
Moore oa the Annapolis Circuit, ho was awa-
kened by the spirit ot God to a sense of his
sintul state, He found no peace till preseating
himself at the communion rail with the seekers
of salvation, he telt that baving consecrated
himeelf entirely to God the sacrifice was accept-
ed. ‘' His chains fell off, bis heart was free.”
Thencetor <ard he followed God. Brother
Wright was a lover of and constant atten-
daot upon the services ol God's bouse. Buta
tew times since my acquaintance with bim be-
gan was he able to reach the sanctuary, bat
then his heart seemed full of thaaktulness to
God for His goodness in permitting him to visit
his earthly courts. Ie exprested himself fre-
quently as sorry that be could not do more for
God than ha did, and woadered that the Most
High could have mercy upon such an uoworthy
soul as his.

On Saturday evening he went to sleep in his
chair as usual, and slept undisturbed through
the nisht, when Mrs. Wright arose oo Sunday
morning she tound him still peacefully sleeping,
but in & few minutes tound that his breath was
shorter. She tried to arouse him but eould
not, and shotly be was not for God bad taken
him.
