The French Govern­
ment is reported to have conveyed to the 
French Ambassador at Turin its decided- 
disapprobation of the treatment of the 
Archbishop by the Piedmontese Govern­
ment.

Spain.—The Cuban expedition was to 
sail on the 15th inst. The Caledonia 
and' Hibernia, formerly belonging to the 
Cunard Company, are to be immediately 
placed upon the route between Cadiz and 
Havana. The Cumbria will also be placed 
upon that route as soon as circumstances 
will admit of lier being detached front the 
Royal mail lino.

Germany.—Prussia refuses to recog­
nize the Diet at Frankfurt us having au­
thority to interfere in the Electorate.— 
Baron Radowitz has been appointed Minis­
ter of Foreign Adairs, and the Prussian 
troops are concentrating on the confides of 
Cassel. Matters in MecklembergSchwe­
rin seem'to be tending towards dissension 
between the Duke and bis people. The 
constitution sworn to by the Grand Duke 
of 10th of October, 1849, has, by a Minis­
terial decree abolished regranting to the 
nobility their privileges and rights, ^l’lie 
Deputies refused to obey the decree, and 
appointed the 4th of September to meet 
for deliberation, previous to which the 
president of the chambers was arrested 
and sent to prison. The Deputies have 
issued a protest against the proceedings of 
the Government. Angry notes continue to 
be exchanged between Prussia, Austria, 
and Germany, and affairs seem to be quite 
as much complicated as ever.

Austria and Hungary.—The Grand 
Duke of Oldenburgh has, it is said, declar­
ed Ins readiness to ascend the throne of 
Denmark, on condition that Schleswig and 
Holstein shall constitute two undivided 
Duchies of the German Empire. Several 
Battalions of Hungarians in the Austrian 
army in Lombardy have revolted, and the 
revolt was only suppressed by force, ac­
companied with bloodshed, A conspiracy 
aHMilan is also sai’d to have been disco­
vered. The Hungarian refugees have 
received'permission to quit the territonty, 
when the term of location is over. Kos­
suth, it is said, applied to remain in Con­
stantinople. The Divan is undecided on 
this point, which might give rise to com­
plications. There is a rumor at 'Vien­
na, that Lord Palmerston has called on 
the King of Prussia, to insist upon the 
Llolstoiners laying down their arms, and 
that lie has olfercd an English licet for 
the blo’ckade of KieJ.

Denmark and the Duchies.—The 
war in the Duchies has been renewed with 
considerable vigour. The Holsteiners 
have the advantage thus far, but without 
bringing about any important result.

Italy.—The High Court of Appeal at 
Turin tins condemned, by a majority of 
13 to 1, the Archbishop for abuses of his 
high power as a functionary. The sec is 
declared to be vycant. All his spiritual 
domains are seized, and the Archbisltop 
himself has been condemned to banish­
ment. The Archtttshop of Cnmbray, in 
Sardinia, lias boen treated like his col­
league at Turin, and both have been ship­
ped off at Civita Vecchia.

The steamer America arrived at Boston 
last night. Her* mails will consequently 
arrive here this afternoon.

The new Collins’ steamer Arctic goes 
out on a trial trip to day. She is lidvertis- 
e 1 for the 26th instant. t

ories, but they might attempt improvements by 
conducting their experiments at the outset ou a 
small scale. He recommended for their perusal 
works oil Agricultural Chemistry, holding that 
farming operations in the Province were conduc­
ted on a system more mechanical than scientific, 
and asserting that the advancement of the 
try must keep pace with that of,ugriculture ; the 
success of the merchant, the mechanic, &c., 
being all dependant on the prosperity of the 
agriculturist. Mr. Hodgskin went on to state hie 
belief, that at no distant day, the farmers would 
perceive the advantage and have the opportunity 
of growing other staples than those now cu’tiva- 
ted in the Province. Ho had read, the other daye 
of twenty tons of hemp consigned from Indiana cyr 
Illinois to Quebec ; and he knew no good reason 
why Canada might not also advantageously pro­
duce the article. Britaih required to import a 
largo amount of hemp from Russia, which he be­
lieved the soil of Canada equally capable of pro­
ducing, and with which, and other commodities 
not now cultivated in the Province, she might 
profitably supply the British market. Lie 
mended thor farmers also to give attention to the 
raising of clover, turnip, and other seeds, now 
largely imported into the Province, to the cultiva­
tion of lint, and the production of rape cake for 
cattle feeding. They were not to bo discouraged 
by the occurrence of occasional unprop lions cir­
cumstances, but to sdik lo be making a continu­
ous advance and progressive improvement, taking 
for their motto the word “Onward ! ” He was 
certain the cUmuto of Canada was ameliorating ;

I fiheop, merely remarking tliat the stock li^id de- 
cidodly improved since last year. There were 
§orne excellent hogs exhibited—a cross, ho be­
lieved, between the Yorkshire and Berkshire. Ho
observed among the bull calves cue thing that d;d 
not suit hie taste—a cross from the Durham hull 
and native cow, reared for breeding purposes. 
Persons were apt, on getting a fine grade animal 
so produced, to keep it for a bull, and they fol­
lowed the same plan with their Leicester and na­
tive Aheop ; and although the result of the first 
cross would be an improved fleece, for which the 
manufacturer would give a good price, the result 
of breeding from the saine stock would not be an 
improvement on, but a deterioration from the first 
cross ; and ho earnestly advised those who wished 
to improve their cattle and sheep to send the ftk 
males always to thoroughbred males, of which 
there were as good samples in’this County as in 
the Western Province,—so said the Toronto 
butchers. If they wished to keep up the charac­
ter of their stuck, they should have no half-breed 
crosses. Having now obtained good roads, it was 
desirable that attention should bo paid to the im 
provoment of their horses ; but cattle, and espe­
cially sheep, lie held to be the most profitable 
stock.

dealing with farmers who kept superior stock, as 
ho considered ho could always got a better bar­
gain from such parties than from those who kept 
the common qua'ity. The judges had been puz­
zled iu coming to n decision on the comparative 
merits of some of tho animalâ shown. There 
was one of tho two-year-old Colts possessed of 
superior merit ; they had also seen on excellent 
two-year-old filly, well adapted for either team or 
saddle.

The tidings received from Sir J.- Ross 
of the massacre of Sir John Franklin and 
his companions by the natives of the 
northern polar regions in the winter of 
1846, are not, we think entitled lo much 
credit. From the large amount of inter­
course held with the Esquimaux (Si 
Ross’ informants ) during the last four 
years, it is likely that had suctj^ a cir­
cumstance occurred, it would have been 
known to, and have been communicated 
by some of tho numerous parties of na­
tives with whom tho Government expedi- 
tions, whalers, and parties in the empltiy- 
ment.of the Hudson Bay Company, have 
had intercourse since that period, and it is 
not unlikely that the reiterated inquiries 
made of tho Esquimaux, and the evident 
anxiety for information on the part of the 
Europeans, may have induced the report 
now received. Parties, however, in this 
Province, possessed of the best informa­
tion, and having the means of forming the 
most accurate judgement on the subject, 
have, we regret to soy, now scarce the 
shadow of a hope that Sir John and his 
brave companions will ever revisit their 
native land, or that indeed the particulars 
of their fate will ever be known.
