Black Magic is by no means so 

rare a thing nowadays as the scep­
tical and unsuperstitious would think.

“There are people in London to-day 
who practise witchcraft,” declared 
Monsignor Benson, the well-known 
Catholic author, to a surprised Daily 
Mail representative, recently.

“Oddly enough,” he went on, “the 
two persons whom I have in my mind 
are not women, but a middle-aged 
man and another male somewhat 
younger, so I suppose one should call 
them wizards, rather than witches.”

“In League With Evil Spirits.”
“Mediaeval rites,” was Monsignor 

Benson’s brief description of the per­
formances of these persons—“rites 
which involve fasting and obscenity. 
They claim that they are in league 
with evil spirits, exactly as the old 
witches did. They are well educated; 
whether they are mad or not, or whe­
ther they are liars or not, are points 
on which I would not care to commit 
myself. But I know they attempt this 
witchcraft.”

Explaining what may ne called the 
psychological view of the phenomena 
of black magic, Monsignor Benson 
pointed out that the wizards use their 
rites as a means of mental concentra­
tion, by which, it is suggested, they 
exercise influence on the people they 
wish to injure. Their intentions, by 
the way, are always malevolent or 
selfish.

“But what I particularly want to 
say,” he remarked, “is that while 
there is an enormous amount of non­
sense, exaggeration, and self-decep­
tion, and self-deception in it all, that 
does not prove that there is not a 
grain of substantial fact underneath.”

Benevolent “White Magic.”
It is not only “black magic,” how­

ever, which is raising its head once 
again in twentieth century London. | 
There are, according to Monsignor 
Benson, people who also practise 
“white magic.” These claim to be 
benevolent or altruistic in their ob­
jects.

“The ‘Black Mass,’ too,” the inter­
viewer was assured, “has been said in 
London. I was told of it about four 
years ago. The ‘Black Mass’ com­
prises every horror that it is possible 
to imagine. The object is to* insult the 
Christian religion. Probably those 
who recite it—they believe, by the

s

way, in the reality of the Sacrament 
—are insane.

“I would sooner not say what these 
people do- It is quite indescribable in 
its offensiveness and blasphemy. The 
‘Black Mass’ has been said in Rome. 
But France is the country for it.”

Sign of Decadent Civilisation.
Usually, Monsignor Benson pointed 

out significantly, the practice of these 
arts of black magic appears in periods 
of national barbarism and decadence. 
All the Egyptian occultism came to 
Rome before its downfall.

“I am afraid,” he said, “that we are 
living in a period of decadent civilisa-

The U.S. army got through the year 
1913 with only two cases of typhoid 
fever among a^ total of more than 50,- 
000 officers and men. One was that of 
a man who had not been treated with 
the typhoid vaccine and was believed 
to have contracted the fever before he 
enlisted ; the other case was among 
the troops in China.

Bqfore the vaccine was adopted 
typhoid cases in the army averaged 
about three to every 1,000 men, or in 
the neighborhood of 250 cases a year.
