"HELD BY THE GERMAN SOLDIERS|

The following letter tells of Alecy

Hazell of Brantford, having been tak-
en a prisoner of war by Germans,
Lditor of The Courier :

Sir—I have just received word from
my husband, who is now a prisoner
of war in }{anO\er Gcrman) He
was a Canadian rcsernst of the Royal
Army Medical Corps,” and left here
on August 18th. A copy of his letter
follows:

“My Dear Wife:

No doubt you have heen wonder-
ing what has.become of me, but ey-
erything has been so much rushed
that we have not had a chance to
look around. As you will see by the
above address I am a prisoner of war,
a bunch of us being captured. whilst
looking for wounded. one night. Do
not worry,
