BULGARS HOLDING

Fifty Cars of War Munitions
Block the Railways on the
Austrian Frontier.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

New York, July 28—A cable to The
Tribune from Milah says: :

that the Roumanian government still
categorically refuses to allow muni-
tions for Turkey to traverse her ter-
ritory.

The Germans. were so sure that

forwarded thousands of carloads of
war material which Jis now congest-

ing the Austrian railways on the
Roumanian froniier. Fifty cars which
had passed the frontier were seized by
the Roumanian adthorities. .
As the Turks are unable to ob-
tain fresh supplies of ammunition
they have determined to make a des-
perate effort while they still possess
some reserves, to drive the allies from
the peninsula of Gallipoli. 3

At the last council of war held in
Constantinople, at which Field Mar-
shall Von Der Goltz and General
Leman Von Sanders were present,it
was decided to concentrate the :Ad-
tianople garrison and the troops
guarding the Black Sea at Gallipoli.

This decision is proof that Turkey
does not fear an immediate atack on
Adrianople by Bulgaria. i

The arrival of M. Von Janoff, di-
rector of the Bulgarian. public debt,
in Berlin, is additional proof that Bul-
garia is unlikely to move.. German
banks still owe Bulgaria . 150,000,000
marks of the 500,000,000 loan negoti-
ated eighteen months ago, but it is
clear that Germany will never allow
this sum in gold to leave the empire

ggle continues unabated notwith-
standing a: fog which prevents the
artillery from assisting in the opera-
tions. - :

“At Plava the second ' operation
undertaken to enlarge the bridge head
1s developing faverably. ‘

“On the %arso plateau the battle
continued yesterday. Our troops ad-
vanced along the whole fron: with
great dash and boldness, conquering
towards the left wing a strong posi-
tion, San ‘Michele, commanding the
‘greates part of the plateau. Atter
neing subjected to a violent cross-tire
fram the enemy’s artillery of all cali-
bres, our forces were obliged to tall
back below the crest where they are
maintaining their positions.”

“On the center we progressed to-
wards San Martino,. carrying with the
bayonet trenches and a redoubt cov-
ering it. On the right Wing; by the
perfect timing ot an infantry advance
with the .supporti fire of artillery,
we completed at nightfall the con-
quest of a:positionion -Monte Bei, driv-
ing out inch by inch the enemy who
were strongly. entrenched -thege.
