New Wesminster, Jan. 9.—The closing
session ‘of the Mainland Teachers’' In-
stitute was held yesterday afternoon,
President A, C. Stewart in the chair.
The first business taken up was a paper
on Writing by J. D. Buchanan, of New
Westminster Central school. A short
intermission followed, during which the
reception committee introduced to each
other members not previously acquaint-
er wit heach other. Rev. H. H. Gowen,
of New Westminster, then gave an ad-
dress entitled Ruts, and How to' Avoid
Them, the introductory allusions being
to the peril of every profession of too
grx,t breadth and too great narrowness.

True success can
only come from true work, whatever its
scope.
