AN ENGLISH EDITOR ON THE SEC-

ULAR PRESS AND RELIGION.

jAt the recent comference of the
dipcese of Ripon, held at Bradford,
Eaglantl, the Bishop of Ripon, Right
Rev. Dr. Boayd-Canpenter, in the
chair, a paper on the secular press
was read by H. J. Palmer, editor
of the Yorkshire Post, whioch is re-
ported by the :Church Times of Dec. j A
as follows : /

H. J. Palmer, in the courss of
an interesting paper, said that the
Jast 40 years had seen journalism
extending a8 a profession from a cass
mal, attenuated, and precarious call-
ing into a wide and prosperous pur-
sut. It was established on the in-
destructible foundation of commercial
success, and in that commercial suc-
cess was to be found not on y the sec-
ret of its effiviency, but cune greatl
guarantee of its independence. Jut
there was ome.other guarantee, and
that was that it was governed by /a
body oft men who had wonl at onocer't he
amfidence of ‘their employers and the
oonfidence pf the public. The- Brit-
ish press as a commercial undertak-
ing was controlled by capitalists;
anoral foree it was controlled by jour-

as a

nalists, and it was s> controlled be-
cause journalists had proved them-
selves worthy ‘of their trust. These

two forces were interdependent, when
its jourmalists cease to be the trust-
ed interpreters of public interest and
public duty, the British press would
cease to be a moral forpe,and when
it ceased to be a moral force, it
wiould cense (o be a great commergcial
propernty. ! § .

The secular press did not care Lo
embroil itself in theological contro-
versy as such. He knew that his
impassive temper was a griefl and a
perplexity to many good men. One

sends news of a serious simultaneous
attack on the might of Jan. 7by the
republicans on the British positions
between poimts 60 miles apart, along
the lines of the Pretoria and Lorenzo
Marquez railway. The losses on both
sides were beavy. According to reports
the Boers were beatem off after pro-
lohged fighting.

Following s the text of the despatch
from Gen. Kitchener: ;
Pretonia, Jan. 10..— On the night of
Jan. 7, the Boers made s.multaneous
and determined attacks on all of our
posts at Belfast, Wonderfontein,
Nooitgedacht and Windfontein. In-
tense fog prevailed, and taking ad-
vantage of the cover it afforded, the
Boers were able to creep up close to
our position. A heavy fire continued
until 3.40 a. m., when the Boers were
driven off. One officer was killed and
three were wounded, while 20 men
were. killed and 59 wounded. The
loss of the Boers was heavy, 24 dead
being counted. ;

A Omvoy taking supplies to Gordon’s
brigade, morith of Krugersdorp, was
attacked .by Beyer's commando, on
Tuesday.
